POLICY OF ELIMINATING ILLITERACY IN THE UKRAINIAN SSR IN
THE 1920S: A HISTORIOGRAPHICAL ASPECT

Abstract

The article provides a thorough historiographical analysis of the policy of
eliminating illiteracy in the Ukrainian SSR during the 1920s. The historiographical legacy
on this issue was examined, three stages of the formation and development of the
historiographical understanding of the mentioned issues were identified and described in
detail. Scientific works devoted to the study of the process of overcoming mass illiteracy
were analyzed, with a particular focus on the research conducted at the regional level,
exemplified by studies from Sumy Oblast. As part of the study, the systematization,
typology, and conceptualization of accumulated scientific knowledge were carried out
through a historiographic analysis of the relevant source base.

It has been established that the three periods of historiography were characterized
by different levels of scientific freedom in studying the issue of the elimination of illiteracy
in the Ukrainian SSR. The first period (1920-1953) represents both the formation and the
limitation of scholarly approaches to the study of the elimination of illiteracy, due to the
strengthening of ideological control and repressive policies that marginalized research
initiatives of the NEP era. The second period (1954-1991) was marked by the partial
liberalization of historical science in the Ukrainian SSR, within which the issue of
eliminating illiteracy acquired the status of an independent object of study in the field of
the history of education and culture, with an emphasis on the analysis of sources,
ideological, social, and personnel factors. The third period (from 1992 to the present) is
characterized by the de-ideologization of scientific discourse, the establishment of
methodological pluralism, and the growth of interest in the regional dimensions of the
campaign, which contributes to the expansion of research perspectives in the context of the
socio-cultural history of Ukraine.

The article determined that the first studies had a propagandistic nature and were
based mainly on statistical data. During the second period, historians conducted a
comprehensive investigation of the ideological, organizational, personnel aspects of the
policy of eliminating illiteracy in the Ukrainian SSR. The modern period is characterized by
methodological diversification, which enables a deeper analysis of the issue at both the
national and regional levels. The analysis of historiography demonstrates a profound
transformation of scholarly approaches to studying the campaign to eliminate illiteracy in
Ukraine: from ideologized essays to contemporary, methodologically pluralistic studies
grounded in an extensive source base.

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Abstract

The article explores the reasons of the anti-religious ‘thaw’ campaign through the
prism of potential political confrontation. During a period when the Communist Party
weakened control over society and, through its leadership, tried to implement a pared-
down version of liberalism, religious organizations were given a hypothetical chance to
become an effective political alternative for the population of the USSR. After the revival of
religious life during World War II religious organization in the USSR received their own
management centers, which allowed them to conduct coordinated and structured religious
practice.

The renewal of the material base allowed churches for more efficient spread
alternative ideology among the people of the state and increase the number of followers.
Independence of the state in the matters of material support, religious organizations had
considerable political potential. In order to find signs of a potential transformation of
religious organizations into political ones, was carried out an analysis of the system of
religious education as one of the significant factors that could contribute to the
aforementioned metamorphoses.

Based on a wide array of archival and published sources, was analyzed the dynamics
of enrollment and graduation of students from religious schools. It was established that
until 1959 there was a positive dynamics of growth in the number of seminary entrants and
graduates, and after that year a significant decline began. A comparative analysis of the
ideological foundations of seminary and state education was carried out, revealing their
significant differences. An analysis of the process of education in theological educational
institutions helped establish that future priests were educated on the basis of religious
faith, church discipline, and Christian values.

By spreading an alternative worldview among the broad masses of the population,
seminary graduates undermined the authority of the Communist Party and its leaders,
creating significant competition for them in the struggle for the loyalty of the population,
which could potentially develop into a political one. Further scientific research requires the
study of other factors that could have contributed to political transformations, namely: the
material condition of religious organizations, their structure, the direct activities of the
clergy, etc.

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Abstract

The purpose of the study is to reconstruct the process of understanding the scientific
and organizational work of M. Hrushevsky at the SSS forum in modern Ukrainian
historiography.

The research methodology involves the use of the principles of objectivity,
historicism, and systematicity, as well as general scientific and special-historical methods
typical for historiographical research.

The historiographical analysis showed that the scientific and organizational activities
of M. Hrushevsky at the SSS forum received extraordinary interest among Ukrainian
scientists of the independence era. Relying on the solid achievements of diasporic
Ukrainian studies, modern scientists have significantly revised, and in some places
noticeably corrected, the conclusions of their predecessors, who for objective reasons had a
modest source base. Based on the constantly growing array of epistolary, memoir and
clerical materials, the historiographers of our time have updated many new scientific
subjects. Thus, thorough studies of the structures established at the initiative of the head of
the National Society for the Study of the Arts (G. Svarnyk, O.Surmach, M. Hlushko,
0. Vladyga), its publishing projects (V. Savenko, Z. Zaytseva, Yu. Naydukh), the ideological
principles of the Society formulated by scientists (O. Romaniv, Ya. Dashkevych, I. Hyrych),
the leadership style of M. Hrushevsky and the culture of conflicts (L. Vinar, Ya. Hrytsak,
Ye. Pshenichny), the reception of national service by the institution’s employees (V. Telvak,
I. Demuz, N. Romantsova), etc. emerged.

At the same time, such research interest led to the clarification of insufficiently
developed topics and promising topics. The first group includes the need for an
independent comprehensive analysis of the structures and publications of the National
School of Economics (for example, clarifying the peculiarities of the functioning of the
Historical and Philosophical Section or studying the practices of M. Hrushevsky as the
editor of the ‘Notes of the National School of Economics’). The range of promising
scientific subjects of the institutional (for example, the interesting problem of the
unrealized initiatives of the head of the Society) and problem-thematic (for example,
clarifying the role of the National School of Economics as an effective moderator of the
cultural diplomacy of modern Ukrainians) plan looks even wider. A comprehensive study
of these problems will make it possible to approach the creation of a panoramic
interdisciplinary study of M. Hrushevsky as the creator of the ‘golden’ age in the history of
the National School of Economics.

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Abstract

This article explores the formative role of political rhetoric in constructing and
contesting national identity in Ukraine during the post-Soviet period of 1991-2004. In a
transitional context marked by institutional fragility, historical ambivalence, and regional
polarization, political elites deployed rhetoric not only to reflect societal change but to
actively shape collective imaginaries. Situated between the ideological legacy of the Soviet
Union and the aspirational pull of European integration, Ukrainian political actors used
discourse to navigate competing visions of sovereignty, identity, and geopolitical
orientation.

The study draws upon a broad empirical base, including presidential speeches,
opposition discourse, party manifestos, electoral rhetoric, and symbolic statements. Using
a combined methodology of political discourse analysis, content analysis, and sociological
interpretation, the article traces identity narratives across four dimensions: memory
politics (e.g., Holodomor, WWII), foreign policy alignment (Europe vs. Russia), language
and cultural policy, and regional fragmentation.

Special attention is given to the contrasting rhetorical strategies of Presidents Leonid
Kravchuk and Leonid Kuchma, alongside opposition figures such as Vyacheslav Chornovil,
Viktor Yushchenko, Yulia Tymoshenko, and Petro Symonenko. The findings show that
rhetoric served as a key mechanism of political legitimation and socialization, reinforcing
generational and regional cleavages while laying the semantic groundwork for Ukraine’s
emerging European orientation.

Kravchuk’s discourse affirmed independence while maintaining symbolic continuity,
relying on notions of unity, legality, and cultural inclusiveness to stabilise the early post-
Soviet state. In contrast, Kuchma institutionalised a rhetoric of strategic ambiguity:
balancing Soviet nostalgia and economic reliance on Russia with growing appeals to
European integration and democratic modernity.

Oppositional rhetoric challenged this ambivalence by articulating alternative identity
projects. Figures such as Vyacheslav Chornovil, Viktor Yushchenko, and Yulia Tymoshenko
offered competing narratives grounded in civic nationalism, European orientation, and
historical justice. Their discourses mobilised younger generations and regional
communities in Western and Central Ukraine, particularly through the reframing of the
Holodomor, advocacy for Ukrainian as the sole state language, and emphasis on
democratic reform. These rhetorical strategies laid the semantic groundwork for
subsequent pro-European mobilisations, including the Orange Revolution. Meanwhile,
leftist and pro-Soviet actors, especially the Communist Party of Ukraine, preserved a
counter-narrative centred on Soviet achievements, Russian cultural affinity, and economic
stability.

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Problem statement. In post-Soviet countries, the decommunization process
emerged as a critical factor in shaping the national identity and reevaluating historical
narratives. In Ukraine, the post-Soviet period from 1991 to 2004 was marked by efforts to
distance the nation from its Soviet past, both politically and culturally. The main
mechanism of this transformation was the use of political rhetoric, which not only reflected
societal shifts but actively contributed to their construction. Political discourse, particularly
in public speeches and official statements, served as a critical tool for shaping collective
memory, legitimizing reforms, and promoting a national identity that was distinct from
Soviet ideological narratives.

A significant body of research confirms the importance of political rhetoric in
shaping the national identity. For example, R. Wodak, R. Cillia, M. Reisigl and K. Liebhart
(Wodak et al., 2009: 25-26) highlight that political discourse plays a central role in
constructing collective identities by embedding them within specific historical and cultural
contexts. P. Chilton, in turn, emphasizes that rhetorical strategies, such as the selection of
historical narratives and symbolic language, are crucial for distinguishing between ‘us’ and
‘them’ (Chilton, 2004: 15-18). Such distinctions are particularly effective when there is a
need to distance oneself from an undesirable historical legacy. However, in the Ukrainian
context, such delineation has led to the exacerbation of a security dilemma both at the
domestic and international levels. The historical experience of territorial division within
modern Ukrainian lands has resulted in a certain polarization of identities in different
regions of independent Ukraine. Each region expressed views and actions seeking to
protect its interests and security, which others perceived as threats. Similarly, in the
international arena, Ukraine’s European aspirations and its efforts to distance itself from
its Soviet legacy were perceived by Russia as a direct threat to its geopolitical interests. In
response, Russia exploited regional differences through propaganda, support for separatist
movements, and direct military intervention.

Therefore this chapter examines the political discourse of independent Ukraine in
the period 1991-2004 and its impact on the transformation of the national identity. During
this period, political rhetoric created a framework for discussing national priorities,
historical events and the geopolitical vector of the country’s development, and thus served
as a key marker in the formation and transformation of the identity of Ukrainian society.
The study uses a combined approach that includes political discourse analysis, content
analysis of public speeches, interviews and programmes of political leaders, as well as
sociological analysis of the reaction of Ukrainian society to political messages broadcast in
different periods of time from 1991 to 2004. Political discourse analysis allows us to
explore the evolution of political rhetoric and how Ukrainian political leaders have adapted
their rhetorical strategies to address new challenges and opportunities. Content analysis, in
turn, is used to identify and classify recurring motifs and key messages in political rhetoric
in 1991-2004:

— Historical memory (Soviet past, 20th-century national liberation movements);

—Geopolitical orientations (Europe/Russia);

—Regional polarization (East and West Ukraine, Crimea’s status);

—Language issues (status of the Russian language).

Sociological analysis (based on statistics of electoral support for political leaders and
independent sociological surveys on Ukrainians’ national self-identity) helps to understand
the level and nature of public support for certain narratives that were actively disseminated
in Ukraine’s political discourse during the studied period.

This combined methodological framework allows for a detailed exploration of how
political rhetoric not only reflected societal transformations but also actively contributed to
the formation of the collective memory and the ideological foundations of Ukraine’s post-
Soviet identity.

This study focuses specifically on the period capturing the rhetorical build-up to the
2004 Orange Revolution, examining the stage in which identity-building mechanisms were
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being gradually accumulated and negotiated, rather than publicly manifested through mass
mobilization. By concentrating on the formative phase of discursive identity construction —
culminating in its symbolic eruption during the Orange Revolution — the article highlights
how political rhetoric laid the semantic and symbolic groundwork for future political
realignment without yet reaching its full performative institutionalization.

Analysis of research and publications. The issue of national identity in post-
Soviet Ukraine has been the focus of substantial scholarly inquiry, both within the country
and internationally. Researchers have emphasized the pivotal role of political rhetoric as a
mechanism for negotiating identity in a state undergoing profound political, social, and
cultural transformation.

Among Ukrainian scholars, significant contributions have been made by Yaroslav
Hrytsak, who has explored the historical construction of Ukrainian identity through
competing regional narratives and emphasized the long-term effects of imperial legacies on
modern political discourse (Hrytsak, 2011). Volodymyr Kulyk has extensively analysed
language politics and the role of state discourse in shaping ethno-national belonging,
particularly in the context of media, education, and memory policy (Kulyk, 2011; 2016).
Natalia Yakovenko has underscored the role of symbolic capital and historical mythmaking
in the formation of national consciousness, arguing that the post-Soviet political elite
actively reappropriated both Soviet and pre-Soviet tropes to legitimize authority
(Yakovenko, 2000).

From a political science perspective, Mykola Riabchuk has highlighted the persistent
division between ‘two Ukraines’ as a rhetorical and structural reality, shaped by different
value systems, historical experiences, and geopolitical aspirations (Riabchuk, 2015). His
work, alongside that of Olexiy Haran (Haran, 1998), has drawn attention to the identity
differences between the ‘nationally conscious’ West/Centre and the ‘post-Soviet’
East/South, emphasizing that these were not static divisions but evolving fields of symbolic
contestation influenced by political leadership and public discourse.

On the international level, scholars such as Taras Kuzio (Kuzio, 2000) have
researched on Ukraine’s ideological pluralism and identity politics, noting the strategic
deployment of historical memory by political elites. Serhy Yekelchyk (Yekelchyk, 2007) has
examined the instrumentalisation of the Soviet past, especially through the politics of
memory around the Holodomor and World War II. Andrew Wilson (Wilson, 2015) has
explored how Ukrainian politicians manipulate regional identities and use rhetoric to
manufacture political legitimacy, while also warning of the risks posed by identity-based
populism.

Linguistic and discourse scholars such as Ruth Wodak and Paul Chilton have
provided methodological tools essential for analysing political rhetoric (Wodak et al.,
2009) Discourse-Historical Approach demonstrates how identity is embedded within
historically charged language and symbolic constructions. Chilton (Chilton, 2004) argues
that political rhetoric is fundamentally about boundary-making — an especially relevant
observation for post-imperial states redefining their sense of self.

Despite this robust body of scholarship, there remains a gap in diachronic studies
that trace the evolution of political rhetoric over time in Ukraine, especially in the pre-
Orange Revolution period. Existing literature tends to focus either on cultural identity or
geopolitical alignment but rarely analyses rhetorical strategies in a comparative,
longitudinal framework. This article addresses that lacuna by examining how political
actors from 1991 to 2004 employed rhetoric to construct, reinforce, or challenge visions of
national identity. It positions political discourse as both a site of elite contestation and a
formative influence on public consciousness and identity consolidation.

Primary purpose. The primary objective of this study is to critically analyse the
evolution of political rhetoric in Ukraine from 1991 to 2004 and its role in shaping national
identity in the post-Soviet era. The article aims to uncover how different political actors,
through public speeches, official statements, and symbolic narratives, constructed
competing visions of Ukraine’s identity, balancing between its Soviet past and European
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future. By analysing discourse across presidential terms and oppositional platforms, the
study reveals the extent to which political rhetoric contributed to the polarisation or
consolidation of national identity.

Political rhetoric of 1991-1994. The years following Ukraine’s independence in
1991 witnessed profound political, social, and economic transformations. These shifts often
resembled a state of crisis rather than deliberate reform. Nevertheless, decommunization
has become a central theme in Ukraine’s political discourse, reflecting active efforts to
distance the country from its Soviet past and pave a new path to sovereignty and
democracy (Kuzio, 2000; Yekelchyk, 2007). It is worth noting that virtually all political
leaders of independent Ukraine adopted a position of distancing themselves from the
Soviet past and emphasised the impossibility of returning to the status of a proto-union
similar to the USSR. At the same time, due to the close ties to the common economy of all
former Soviet republics, lack of resources and political experience, ‘anti-Soviet’ messages
were not reinforced by the systematic dismantling of Soviet state structures and the
development of their own national institutions, which was vital for the cultural revival and
regional unity of the Ukrainian nation at that time. As A.Wilson has noted, the
decommunization efforts of 1991-1994 were particularly challenging because the political
landscape was shaped by the competing realities of the newly formed Ukraine (Wilson,
2015). On the one hand, there was a strong push to assert the country’s independence and
develop a national identity through reforms, symbolic actions and the reassessment of
historical narratives. On the other hand, economic difficulties, historical regional
polarisation and longstanding ties with Russia have posed significant obstacles to the
implementation of this strategy.

Leonid Kravchuk, Ukraine’s first post-Soviet president, played a formative role in
redefining the national political rhetoric at a pivotal historical juncture. As a former high-
ranking member of the Communist Party, his early post-independence discourse exhibited
a deliberate ambiguity toward the Soviet past. This rhetorical strategy — marked by
reserved critique and emphasis on personal deception by the Party leadership (Interview
with Leonid Kravchuk..., 1992) — can be interpreted as an attempt to distance both him and
the nascent Ukrainian polity from complicity in the totalitarian regime. Rather than
fostering a critical reassessment of the Soviet legacy, Kravchuk’s narrative enabled a
collective self-exoneration, presenting the Ukrainian populace as passive victims of
ideological manipulation. This interpretive frame, while politically expedient, hindered
deeper societal reckoning and allowed continuity in elite legitimacy.

Kravchuk’s rhetoric consistently pivoted toward constructing a forward-looking
narrative centered on sovereignty and historical rupture. Phrases such as Ukraine’s
“transition from one era to another” (Kravchuk’s speech at the UN General Assembly,
1993) and declarations of national ownership — “We are the owners of our land...” —
signaled a symbolic break with the Soviet past (New Year's greetings from
L.M. Kravchuk..., 2015). However, this rhetorical rupture was not underpinned by a
comprehensive ideological or institutional disengagement. Rather, it was a performative
realignment aimed at establishing Ukraine’s normative orientation toward democracy and
international integration, as evidenced by Kravchuk’s emphasis on human rights and
international law in his 1993 UN speech (Kravchuk’s speech at the UN General Assembly,
1993).

The exception to Kravchuk’s otherwise restrained treatment of the Soviet legacy was
his unambiguous condemnation of the Holodomor. Labeling it a “genocide... by directive
from another centre” (60th anniversary of the Holodomor in Ukraine, 2019), he appealed
to historical justice while externalizing culpability. This rhetorical move simultaneously
solidified a victim-centered national identity and positioned the Soviet regime as the ‘other’
— a crucial discursive device in forging a post-colonial narrative. Scholars such as
R.D. Marples identify this framing as instrumental in laying the identity-forming base for
the later legal recognition of the Holodomor as genocide (Marples, 2007: 197-203).

While Kravchuk’s rhetoric signalled a discursive rupture with the Soviet past, it
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simultaneously reflected a realist understanding of Ukraine’s structural dependencies,
particularly in relation to Russia. His inaugural address in December 1991 framed bilateral
relations with former Soviet republics, especially Russia, in terms of shared geopolitical
legacy, economic interdependence, and cultural proximity (Kravchuk, 1991). The repetition
of this motif in Kravchuk’s public statements during the early 1990s reveals a conscious
effort to manage the security dilemma inherent in Ukraine’s geopolitical position. The
establishment of the Commonwealth of Independent States (CIS) was, in this context, not
merely a political compromise but an instrument for de-escalating potential post-Soviet
conflict. As V. Tretyakov (Tretyakov, 2013) noted, the CIS was conceived as a mechanism
to avert ethnic and territorial confrontation, an objective consistent with Ukraine’s
emphasis on regional stability over bloc reformation.

Kravchuk’s rhetorical support for the CIS, however, was contingent on the premise
of sovereign equality — a vision that increasingly diverged from the reality of Moscow’s
centripetal ambitions. His 1992 statement rejecting Ukraine’s subordination to CIS
supranational structures underscored this tension, highlighting the limits of
interdependence when confronted with asymmetrical power dynamics. His insistence on
Ukraine’s psychological decolonization — challenging both Ukraine’s inherited peripheral
status and Russia’s self-perception as a post-imperial center — was part of a broader
discursive strategy to reframe regional hierarchies (Interview with Leonid Kravchuk..,
1992).

Despite rhetorical affirmations of sovereignty, Kravchuk remained acutely aware of
the material constraints facing Ukraine. His assertion that severing ties with Russia ‘in one
spirit’ would entail socioeconomic harm reflected not only a pragmatic calculus but also an
understanding of the depth of societal entanglement between the two states (Transcript of
the plenary session, 1992). Public opinion data from 1993 confirm this ambivalence: while
a significant share of Ukrainians perceived Russia’s foreign policy as imperial (35%) and
bilateral relations as tense or hostile (65%), a parallel majority reported deep
interpersonal, familial, and cultural ties to Russians (Poll on relations between Ukraine
and Russia in 1993, 2017). This duality — geopolitical caution amidst societal closeness —
exemplifies the discursive complexity of early Ukrainian identity construction, caught
between the legacies of Soviet integration and the aspirations of sovereign nationhood.

Kravchuk’s geopolitical strategy was grounded in a rhetorical and institutional
commitment to a multi-vector foreign policy, in which European integration occupied a
symbolically privileged position. From the outset of his presidency, Kravchuk consistently
framed Ukraine as a “great European power” — a discursive gesture that transcended mere
diplomatic orientation and sought to anchor national identity within the civilizational
framework of Europe. His inaugural statement that “Ukraine is a European state... [with]
political, economic and humanitarian ties” to the continent (Kravchuk, 1991) not only
articulated foreign policy priorities but also performed an act of normative positioning,
aligning Ukraine with democratic and post-imperial narratives prevalent in Central and
Eastern Europe at the time. This rhetorical Europeanism was substantiated through
tangible diplomatic moves. Ukraine’s accession to the Conference on Security and
Cooperation in Europe (January 1992), its application to the Council of Europe (July 1992),
and the 1994 signing of the EU Partnership and Cooperation Agreement — the first among
post-Soviet republics — functioned as institutional anchors for Kravchuk’s westward vector.
These steps, although constrained in material impact, were symbolically significant: they
positioned Ukraine not as a peripheral post-Soviet state, but as an aspirant member of the
European community of values. In this regard, Kravchuk’s leadership must be viewed not
only as transitional but also as constitutive in shaping a long-term trajectory of European
integration.

Domestically, Kravchuk’s political rhetoric exhibited a careful balancing act between
affirming Ukrainian sovereignty and maintaining interethnic stability in a linguistically
and ethnically diverse polity. His discourse on Russians in Ukraine, particularly in relation
to Crimea and Donbas, was marked by conciliatory pragmatism. Referring to territories
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historically populated by Russians as ‘common’ lands and explicitly rejecting the label
‘national minority’ in favor of “friendly fraternal people” (Tretyakov, 2013), Kravchuk
sought to de-escalate ethno-political tensions through inclusive language. This approach
reflected an early attempt to construct a civic model of nationhood that could encompass
multiple identities without undermining the legitimacy of the Ukrainian state.

Similarly, his stance on the Russian language was framed through legal and symbolic
gestures of accommodation. By endorsing parliamentary decisions that allowed for the
functional coexistence of Ukrainian and regional languages, Kravchuk attempted to defuse
the politicization of language and promote societal cohesion. His own use of Russian in
public addresses further reinforced this strategy, presenting it not as a concession, but as a
pragmatic communicative bridge — especially in the post-Soviet context where Russian
remained a lingua franca.

The question of Crimea’s status emerged as a litmus test for Ukraine’s internal
cohesion and territorial integrity during Kravchuk’s presidency. As separatist sentiment
gained traction on the peninsula and Russian geopolitical interests intensified —
particularly around the Black Sea Fleet — Kravchuk’s rhetoric articulated a vision of
autonomy that simultaneously acknowledged regional distinctiveness and reaffirmed
national unity. His consistent emphasis that Crimea’s autonomous status was legitimised
by popular will reflected a strategic invocation of democratic principles to counter both
external claims and internal fragmentation (Tretyakov, 2013).

This position was situated within a broader rhetorical project that framed Ukraine as
a multinational polity bound by legal equality and civic allegiance, rather than ethnic
homogeneity. Kravchuk’s assertion that “we must build a state where all people are equal...
but there are certain nuances regarding the indigenous people” (Leonid Kravchuk in
Ternopil.., 2017) reveals the tension between ethnocultural recognition and the imperative
of inclusive citizenship. His reluctance to codify ethnonational primacy in constitutional
terms suggests a prioritisation of social stability over identity-based statecraft.

Taken together, Kravchuk’s domestic and foreign policy rhetoric reveals a coherent
strategy of identity construction based on pluralism, moderation, and geopolitical
flexibility. While this conciliatory stance can be seen as a delay in the consolidation of a
distinct Ukrainian national consciousness, it can also be seen as a deliberate strategy by the
first Ukrainian president to accommodate internal diversity without sacrificing coherence.
Nevertheless, it should be noted that Kravchuk’s rhetoric functioned not merely as
transitional narrative but as a foundational element in the reconfiguration of Ukrainian
national identity within a post-Soviet discursive field.

In contrast, Kravchuk’s main electoral opponent in 1991, Vyacheslav Chornovil,
espoused a more radical national agenda rooted in his dissident past and rejection of Soviet
imperialism. His characterisation of the USSR as a ‘rotten Russian empire’ exemplified a
confrontational narrative that privileged rupture over continuity (Vyacheslav Chornovil
“The rotten Russian empire is collapsing”, 2014).

Chornovil’s political project focused on eliminating the remnants of Soviet rule by
denationalizing public life and replacing administrative centralism with democratic
pluralism (Vyacheslav Chornovil: Election speech on television, 1991). His dichotomy of
‘reformers’ versus ‘stabilisers’ framed the election not merely as a contest of policy, but as a
struggle over competing visions of post-Soviet statehood.

Despite his association with national dissent and political radicalism, Vyacheslav
Chornovil articulated a surprisingly moderate stance on issues of language and minority
rights during the 1991 presidential campaign. His rejection of retaliatory ethnolinguistic
policies — despite acknowledging the long-standing Russification of Ukraine — reflected an
effort to distance Ukrainian national-democrac position from exclusionary or retributive
narratives. By drawing a distinction between the Russian language and communist
ideology, Chornovil affirmed the legitimacy of Russian linguistic presence in Ukraine,
aligning his position with liberal-democratic principles of pluralism.

Chornovil’s rhetorical sensitivity to identity-laden terms (rejection of such terms as
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‘moskal’ and ‘banderivets’) — demonstrates his awareness of the dangers posed by
ethnoregional polarization in the newly independent state. His proposal to substitute these
divisive markers with the term ‘soborni people’ was more than semantic; it constituted an
attempt to forge a unifying civic identity rooted in mutual respect and regional diversity
(Presidential candidate televised debates.., 1991). Nevertheless, his valorization of Eastern
Galicia — framing it as the Ukrainian ‘Piedmont’ and the epicenter of national revival —
inevitably reinforced perceptions of his candidacy as representative of Western Ukraine,
with Lviv positioned symbolically as its political capital (Vyacheslav Chornovil “The rotten
Russian empire is collapsing”, 2014).

In foreign policy, Chornovil’s categorical rejection of renewed alliances with Russia
and other post-Soviet republics represented a decisive normative stance. His insistence
that Ukraine should ‘enter Europe’ (Presidential candidate televised debates.., 1991)
marked a sharp contrast to Kravchuk’s more pragmatic multi-vectorism. While Chornovil
acknowledged the necessity of economic cooperation with Russia, his rhetoric emphasized
equal footing and national sovereignty, prioritizing integration into European structures as
both a geopolitical and civilizational imperative.

The divergent electoral support for Kravchuk (61,59%) and Chornovil (23,27%) in
the 1991 presidential elections offers insight into the ideological contours of early post-
independence Ukraine. The electorate’s preference for Kravchuk’s moderate, continuity-
inflected rhetoric suggests that Ukrainian society — while overwhelmingly supportive of
sovereignty (as confirmed by the 90,32% in favor during the 1991 independence
referendum) — remained ambivalent about abrupt ruptures with the Russian sphere.
Kravchuk’s more measured rhetoric arguably resonated with a broader electorate
unprepared for radical rupture. This contrast illustrates the discursive fault lines of early
Ukrainian politics, shaped by divergent responses to the Soviet legacy and divergent
strategies for national reconstruction.

At the same time, empirical data on national self-identification illustrate an
unambiguous positive dynamic in the development of the national identity of Ukrainians.
The April 1991 survey conducted by the National Academy of Sciences showed that only
42% of respondents identified as Ukrainians, a figure that rose to 69% by 1992 (How has
the identity of Ukrainians changed, 2023; Lukanska, 2021). This shift suggests a rapid
reconfiguration of national consciousness catalyzed by institutional developments such as
the referendum, the symbolism of independence, and the rhetorical framing advanced by
political elites. The discursive emphasis on Ukrainians as ‘masters of their own land’
helped to legitimize new governance institutions and facilitated a broader sense of political
belonging. The coalescence of external transformations (e.g., the Soviet collapse) with
internal nation-building measures produced a fertile context for the emergence of a
consolidated civic identity in the early 1990s.

Political rhetoric during the presidency of Leonid Kuchma (1994-2005).
Leonid Kuchma, like his predecessor Leonid Kravchuk, emerged from the Soviet political
system, though his ascent was primarily catalysed by the political liberalization of
perestroika. His tenure as a deputy in the Ukrainian SSR and later in the first convocation
of the Verkhovna Rada (1990-1992) was marked by near-complete rhetorical abstention
(Shurkhalo, 2024), a factor that contributed to his public image as a politically passive and
administratively dependent figure. This perception, though later revealed to be misleading,
likely facilitated his nomination to the post of Prime Minister by Kravchuk in 1992. His
technocratic profile—non-partisan and ideologically non-committal — positioned him as a
politically adaptive actor capable of navigating the fluid post-Soviet landscape.

Kuchma’s 1994 presidential campaign capitalized on a growing public
disillusionment with Kravchuk’s economic stewardship amid an acute systemic crisis. His
electoral rhetoric centered on the imperative of change and the promise of decisive
economic reform, reflecting a deliberate pivot to pragmatic populism. He effectively
mobilized the industrial electorate in eastern and southern Ukraine by advancing a
platform of economic restoration through reinvigorated ties with Russia, the protection of
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industrial interests, and the elevation of the Russian language to co-official status. This
strategic positioning enabled him to construct a discursive identity as a results-oriented
‘businessman with pro-Russian inclinations’, in contrast to Kravchuk’s portrayal as a
traditional political figure unable to deliver rapid solutions.

Pre-election polling data confirm Kuchma’s success in capturing the so-called
‘protest electorate’ — a demographic driven more by dissatisfaction with incumbent
governance than by coherent ideological alignment (Ostapets, 2016). His victory thus
marked not merely a leadership turnover, but the emergence of a deeper structural
cleavage in Ukrainian political life.

The 1994 presidential election laid bare the regional polarization within Ukrainian
society. The electoral geography revealed a bifurcation of the polity along both cultural-
historical and geopolitical axes. Kuchma’s support was concentrated in the eastern and
southern regions, where post-Soviet industrial decline had heightened receptivity to
promises of stability through renewed cooperation with Russia. In these areas, cultural
affinity with the Russian language and lingering identification with the Soviet legacy
reinforced electoral alignment. Conversely, Kravchuk found his electorate in the western
and parts of the central regions, where political identity was more closely tied to the
Ukrainian language, historical narratives of independence, and aspirations for European
integration.

This specialised divergence reflected not only contrasting voter preferences but
deeper historical trajectories. Western Ukraine, shaped by experiences of foreign
domination and national revival, articulated a vision of the state rooted in cultural
sovereignty and normative alignment with Europe. The East and South, by contrast,
remained embedded in industrial infrastructures and symbolic imaginaries inherited from
the Soviet project. The election thus functioned as a discursive arena in which two
competing models of Ukraine’s development — European and post-Soviet — were publicly
and electorally staged.

More than a one-time political contest, the 1994 presidential race set a rhetorical
precedent for subsequent political campaigns. The regional polarization it revealed would
become a stable axis of political mobilization thereafter. This foundational moment
institutionalized a pattern wherein electoral success hinged not solely on ideological
coherence or policy platforms, but on the ability to articulate regionally resonant narratives
of national identity, sovereignty, and geopolitical belonging.

Leonid Kuchma’s presidency inaugurated a discursive shift from the symbolic
rupture of the early 1990s to rhetoric of strategic continuity. Rather than engaging in
normative delegitimation of the Soviet past, Kuchma deployed a controlled ambiguity that
allowed him to dissociate the legitimacy of Ukrainian sovereignty from the need to
renounce its Soviet institutional origins. This approach enabled a dual function: securing
post-Soviet nationhood internally while managing geopolitical expectations externally.

A recurring motif in his rhetoric was the historicization — but not condemnation — of
the Soviet Union. In his 1999 address to the Verkhovna Rada, Kuchma asserted that
Ukraine would never return to the Soviet model but simultaneously insisted on preserving
‘all pages’ of its past (Kuchma, 1999). Such framing served to neutralize polarizing
historical debates while validating the post-1991 polity as a pragmatic continuation rather
than a radical break. His later statement — “there is no such thing as only black or only
white in history” (Kuchma, 2004) — eliminated moral binaries from political discourse,
enabling a depoliticized engagement with collective memory.

This rhetorical moderation was particularly salient in relation to the Holodomor.
Kuchma avoided framing the famine within accusatory or juridical narratives; instead, his
UN address in 2003 emphasized memorialization as a global preventative imperative
(Kuchma admitted that he does not want to..., 2003). This allowed the national trauma to
function as an instrument of international moral alignment without disrupting his policy of
regional equilibrium.

Simultaneously, Kuchma’s discourse on sovereignty was structurally defensive and
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strategically elastic. Amidst growing Russian influence and persistent institutional fragility,
he repeatedly affirmed the non-negotiable nature of Ukrainian independence. Yet this
affirmation was embedded within a language of cooperative interdependence. The formula
‘equal and mutually beneficial cooperation’ reinterpreted asymmetric dependence as a
chosen modality of international conduct, thereby mitigating perceptions of vulnerability
(Signing of the “Treaty on Friendship..., 1997).

His pragmatism was particularly pronounced in the economic domain. While
promoting diversification of external partnerships, Kuchma continued to articulate the
necessity of sustained economic ties with Russia — particularly in energy and heavy industry
— as structurally inevitable. This rhetorical realism not only acknowledged material
constraints but actively mobilized support among electorates in Ukraine’s East and South,
where economic identities remained intertwined with the post-Soviet industrial complex.

Kuchma’s multi-vector foreign policy discourse was not an ad hoc compromise but a
carefully structured rhetorical technology. While his early presidency included engagement
with the Eurasian space (Kuchma, 1994), he progressively reframed foreign alignment
through a European lens. His 1995 Berlin speech defined integration into OSCE, NATO,
the EU, and WEU as strategic imperatives (Vidnyanskyj, 2016: 15-17), initiating a
discursive reorientation without immediate institutional rupture.

This reconfiguration culminated in a full rhetorical embrace of European identity by
2004. The formulae ‘Europeanisation is our national idea’ and ‘Ukraine is not Russia’
(Kuchma, 2004) recast geopolitical choice as a question of civilizational belonging. Citing
sociological data to show that Euro-Atlanticism prevailed among the professional elite and
youth, Kuchma linked geopolitical alignment with generational renewal and social
modernization. This turn served to project European integration not merely as a strategic
necessity, but as a teleological endpoint in Ukraine’s identity trajectory.

Notably, even at the peak of his Europeanist rhetoric, Kuchma retained discursive
space for cooperation with Russia, consistently describing the bilateral relationship in
terms of ‘partnership’. This parallelism was not a contradiction but an intentional
synthesis. It allowed him to accommodate Ukraine’s internal cultural heterogeneity and
geopolitical dependencies while sustaining a coherent narrative of sovereign agency.

Kuchma’s domestic rhetoric was oriented toward the symbolic production of
national unity, a strategy that mirrored and supported his emphasis on state sovereignty.
His 1999 address to the Verkhovna Rada stressed the shared responsibility of central and
regional authorities to ensure the “unity and integrity of the state” (Kuchma, 1999),
articulating unity not as a normative given, but as a task of political engineering. This
rhetoric served as a stabilizing response to structural regional divisions, which were
exacerbated by economic asymmetries and divergent historical legacies.

Rather than constructing unity through an assertive nationalist paradigm, Kuchma
adopted a model of rhetorical containment — eschewing over identification with national-
patriotic narratives that could alienate electorates in the East and South. The differential
symbolic valence of OUN-UPA across regions made overt engagement with such
movements politically costly. For Western Ukraine, they functioned as markers of anti-
Soviet resistance and national revival; in the East and South, Soviet-era interpretations
rendered them suspect or antagonistic. By avoiding emphasis on these polarizing historical
symbols, Kuchma preserved rhetorical flexibility while limiting the potential for
interregional confrontation.

Crimea represented a specific discursive challenge. Throughout his presidency,
Kuchma consistently reaffirmed Ukraine’s sovereignty over the peninsula, invoking the
formula ‘Crimea is an integral part of Ukraine’ (Ukraine — President Kuchma on market
reforms, 2015). This formula functioned less as a performative assertion of national
sentiment than as a discursive mechanism for containing separatist tendencies and
signaling the non-negotiability of territorial integrity. While lacking a transformative
agenda for integration, this consistency contributed to the temporary neutralization of
open contestation over Crimea during his tenure.
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Kuchma’s treatment of language policy illustrates the calculated ambivalence of his
domestic discourse. In contrast to campaign promises of formal bilingualism, his later
rhetoric emphasized the primacy of Ukrainian as the sole state language. “There is no
oppression of the Russian language in Ukraine... Ukrainian is the state language”
(Ukrainian President Leonid Kuchma declared..., 2001), he stated in 1996, striking a
balance between formal constitutionalism and cultural accommodation. This shift marked
a repositioning of language from a mobilizing tool to a stabilizing one. While he refrained
from granting Russian official status, he repeatedly acknowledged the importance of
linguistic diversity, rhetorically signaling continuity with his earlier base in the
Russophone regions.

These rhetorical recalibrations were integral to Kuchma’s electoral strategy, which
increasingly relied on the management of regional expectations through controlled
symbolic differentiation. His 1994 campaign mobilized southeastern industrial voters by
foregrounding Russian ties and pragmatic economic cooperation. By contrast, the 1999
campaign, staged against the backdrop of a challenge from Communist Party leader Petro
Symonenko, recast Kuchma as a defender of a European and democratic Ukraine. This
realignment allowed him to mobilize support in the West and Center by positioning his
opponent as a proxy for Soviet authoritarianism and regression.

The repeated use of regional polarization as an electoral mechanism during both
campaigns entrenched a divisions that would become a structural feature of Ukrainian
politics. As A. Aslund notes, this strategic exploitation of geopolitical and ideological
binaries became central to securing electoral support, often overriding coherent policy
orientation (Aslund, 2002: 290-293).

Kuchma’s ability to adapt his rhetoric to shifting political contexts was a key factor in
his political resilience. However, this flexibility bordered on inconsistency, and his
balancing between incompatible narratives — Ukrainian national identity, post-Soviet
legacy, European integration, and Russian partnership — produced rhetorical dissonance.
While designed to neutralize opposition and sustain broad appeal, this ambivalence
contributed to public distrust and sharpened ideological fault lines.

The opposition landscape in Ukraine between 1994 and 2004 reveals a dual
trajectory: ideological pluralism and fragmentation during 1994-1999, followed by
consolidation and intensified contestation in 1999-2004 in response to growing
authoritarian tendencies. Central to this process was the role of the Communist Party of
Ukraine (CPU), led by Petro Symonenko, whose rhetorical strategy combined nostalgic
reaffirmation of Soviet legacies with selective adaptation to post-Soviet political conditions.

Symonenko’s discourse consistently framed the Soviet past not as a liability but as a
resource. In public addresses, he celebrated Soviet achievements in industry and social
welfare, advocating for their reinterpretation rather than rejection: “The Soviet Union gave
us the basis of industrial power and social justice. We should not abandon this heritage,
but adapt it to modern realities” (Symonenko, 1998). This position positioned the CPU as
the custodian of a ‘functional memory’ — linking sovereignty to stability, and social justice
to integration with Russia. While often accused of pro-Russian bias, Symonenko
rhetorically reaffirmed Ukraine’s independence, but on terms rooted in socialist economics
and historical continuity.

This model of sovereignty emphasized state viability through strategic alignment
with Russia. In a 1999 interview, Symonenko argued for intensified bilateral cooperation as
the only viable path to crisis recovery, asserting that “Ukraine must unequivocally get
closer to Russia in economic cooperation and cultural exchange” (Here and now (1999)...,
2022). His economic proposals and cultural references constructed a geopolitical
imaginary in which Russia remained both a normative reference point and a practical
guarantor of stability. European integration, by contrast, was framed as ideologically
incompatible and economically detrimental — a rhetorical inversion of Western-oriented
modernization narratives.

Symonenko’s rhetoric on NATO and the Holodomor further entrenched this
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antagonism. His rejection of the Holodomor’s classification as genocide — “a tragedy, but
the result of socio-economic policy, not an attack on the Ukrainian people” — aligned with a
class-based interpretation that positioned the famine within a broader socialist framework,
displacing nationalist historiography (Symonenko, 1998). Likewise, his call for security
alliances among ‘Slavic peoples’ sought to construct a cultural-political bloc that bypassed
Western security architectures and reaffirmed post-Soviet solidarity.

Although Symonenko supported Ukrainian territorial integrity, including over
Crimea, his rhetoric framed unity through the lens of shared Soviet identity. His advocacy
for official bilingualism — “Russian is not a threat, but a means of overcoming artificially
fuelled regional confrontation” (Here and now (1999)..., 2022) — underscored his strategy
of discursive de-escalation. However, by tying national unity to Soviet heritage, the CPU’s
rhetoric alienated regions invested in post-imperial reorientation. The commemorative
invocation of the October Revolution as a ‘holiday of unity’ epitomized a counter-
hegemonic narrative in which identity was grounded not in rupture, but in restored
continuity (Meeting of Ukrainian and Russian diplomats, 1995).

Electorally, this discourse proved effective. Between 1994 and 1999, the CPU
garnered the highest levels of parliamentary support, peaking with 38% of the presidential
vote in 1999. The party’s resonance was strongest in central and eastern Ukraine, where
Soviet-era social imaginaries remained salient. The CPU successfully mobilized these
affective reserves, offering a rhetorical alternative to the disruptive effects of market
reform, governance crises, and perceived Western imposition.

Yet this rhetorical success came at the cost of national integration. The CPU’s
discourse, although legitimate for a significant portion of voters, deepened symbolic
fragmentation. In a context where Western and central regions oriented toward
Ukrainianization and European alignment, the Communists reinforced a Soviet-affiliated
identity in the East and South. This linguistic, cultural, and geopolitical bifurcation —
reproduced and amplified through electoral discourse — eroded the possibility of a shared
national project and institutionalized regional polarization.

The Socialist Party of Ukraine (SPU), under Oleksandr Moroz, represented a more
adaptive strand of the left. Drawing on socialist traditions, the SPU articulated a program
that merged social justice with national sovereignty and post-Soviet reformism. Unlike the
CPU, the SPU acknowledged the need for structural transformation, and positioned itself
against authoritarianism and corruption under Kuchma’s administration. Its participation
in ‘Ukraine without Kuchma' and the Orange Revolution positioned the SPU as a
transitional actor — bridging Soviet-era values with emerging democratic aspirations.

The SPU’s rhetorical shift — from ideological orthodoxy to rights-based, anti-
corruption populism — enabled limited convergence with national-democratic movements.
This pragmatic recalibration, however, did not yield dominance; in parliamentary elections
of 1994 and 1998, the SPU ranked third in popular support, reflecting both the durability of
leftist appeals and the limits of their transformation.

By the early 2000s, the appeal of explicitly communist rhetoric began to decline, due
to generational change, political pluralization, and the CPU’s failure to innovate
discursively. The party’s opposition to the Orange Revolution and support for Viktor
Yanukovych in 2004 marked its retreat into ideological retrenchment and its alienation
from broader civic mobilization. While the CPU remained electorally relevant, it
increasingly functioned as a rhetorical artifact of a fading paradigm — simultaneously
symptomatic of unresolved post-Soviet identities and a barrier to national consolidation.

The national-democratic opposition in Ukraine underwent a discursive and
organizational transformation between 1994 and 2004. Initially represented by the
People’s Movement of Ukraine (PMU) under Vyacheslav Chornovil, the opposition
articulated a rigidly anti-communist and pro-European rhetoric, which framed Ukrainian
sovereignty not merely as political autonomy, but as a civilizational rupture from Soviet
and Russian influence. Chornovil’s post-1994 rhetoric, while retaining the foundational
nationalist narrative, reoriented its focus toward systemic critique of the ruling elite. His
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denunciation of the ‘corrupt communist nomenklatura’ (Suspilne Media, 1995¢) functioned
as both a delegitimizing device and a marker of institutional continuity with the Soviet
regime.

Chornovil’s opposition to Kuchma’s multi-vectorism was grounded in a discourse of
exclusive Europeanism. His statement to Russian diplomats in 1995: “We would not want
Ukraine to be seen as a different country, different from England, France and Germany” —
rejected cultural relativism and embedded Ukraine within a teleological European
trajectory (Vyacheslav Chornovil: Rally on European Square, 1995). This rhetorical
absolutism reinforced identity boundaries between East and West and contributed to the
semantic polarization of Ukrainian politics.

Following Chornovil’s death in 1999, the PMU’s electoral base and ideological
framework were partially absorbed by new formations, most notably Viktor Yushchenko’s
‘Our Ukraine’ bloc. Yushchenko’s rhetoric inherited the Europeanist legacy but modified its
register. As a technocratic figure, he recalibrated the national-democratic message to
appeal to a broader constituency, including centrist voters, the business community, and
moderate Russophones. Unlike the PMU’s exclusivist discourse, ‘Our Ukraine’ deployed
unifying language aimed at bridging regional divides, while sustaining a normative
commitment to European integration, democratic consolidation, and anti-corruption
reform.

Yulia Tymoshenko’s political rhetoric introduced a populist and socially charged
variation of opposition discourse. Emerging from the same post-Kuchma opposition front,
the Yulia Tymoshenko Bloc (YTB) articulated a critique of oligarchic governance not from
an ideological-national standpoint, but from a moral-economic one. Her emphasis on
social justice and public mobilization, combined with emotional appeals and strategic use
of media, constructed an affective counter-hegemonic narrative. While her positioning was
partially aligned with national-democratic forces, it was less anchored in identity politics
and more oriented toward redistributive populism and regime delegitimation.

These rearticulations of opposition discourse signaled a broader shift: from
ideological binary (nationalist vs. post-Soviet) to a more complex matrix that combined
geopolitical orientation, generational identity, and class-based appeals. Political rhetoric
during this period functioned as a principal mechanism of political socialization,
particularly for youth formed in the context of post-1991 independence. The divergence in
identity narratives — between those raised in the Soviet system and those formed within an
independent Ukraine — translated into differentiated receptivity to political messages.
While older cohorts responded to stability-oriented, pro-Russian discourses, younger
generations increasingly identified with pro-European, reformist agendas.

This generational and regional cleavage was not merely a reflection of social
attitudes, but a product of rhetorical construction. The discourses of political elites
reinforced, amplified, and institutionalized these divides, shaping not only electoral
outcomes but the very architecture of political belonging. Rhetoric thus played a
constitutive role in Ukraine’s political development — simultaneously fostering democratic
pluralism and deepening societal segmentation.

By the early 2000s, the cumulative effect of these rhetorical strategies contributed to
a reconfiguration of Ukraine’s political field. National-democratic discourse ceased to be
the property of a narrow western electorate and became the dominant language of reform-
oriented opposition. At the same time, the semantic legacy of Chornovil — particularly his
articulation of European identity as a moral imperative — continued to inform opposition
rhetoric, even as its tone softened and its range broadened.

Conclusions. The period from 1991 to 2004 in Ukraine was defined by the
discursive construction of a contested national identity, forged amid historical
ambivalence, regional asymmetries, and geopolitical uncertainty. This study confirms the
central hypothesis: political rhetoric during this formative decade did not merely reflect
pre-existing divisions — it actively produced, structured, and legitimised competing visions
of Ukrainian nationhood.
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Presidents Leonid Kravchuk and Leonid Kuchma, both embedded in the Soviet
institutional legacy, employed divergent rhetorical strategies to manage Ukraine’s post-
imperial transition. Kravchuk’s discourse affirmed independence while maintaining
symbolic continuity, relying on notions of unity, legality, and cultural inclusiveness to
stabilise the early post-Soviet state. In contrast, Kuchma institutionalised the rhetoric of
strategic ambiguity: balancing Soviet nostalgia and economic reliance on Russia with
growing appeals to European integration and democratic modernity. This flexibility
enabled him to manage domestic fragmentation and legitimise a multi-vector foreign
policy, while preserving the appearance of ideological coherence.

Oppositional rhetoric challenged this ambivalence by articulating alternative identity
projects. Figures such as Vyacheslav Chornovil, Viktor Yushchenko, and Yulia Tymoshenko
offered competing narratives grounded in civic nationalism, European orientation, and
historical justice. Their discourses mobilised younger generations and regional
communities in Western and Central Ukraine, particularly through the reframing of the
Holodomor, advocacy for Ukrainian as the sole state language, and emphasis on
democratic reform. These rhetorical strategies laid the semantic groundwork for
subsequent pro-European mobilisations, including the Orange Revolution.

Meanwhile, leftist and pro-Soviet actors, especially the Communist Party of Ukraine,
preserved a counter-narrative centred on Soviet achievements, Russian cultural affinity,
and economic stability. This rhetoric, resonant in Eastern and Southern Ukraine,
contributed to the entrenchment of identity cleavages that were not merely elective but
existential — dividing visions of the state’s historical legacy and geopolitical future.

Beyond the ideological poles, political rhetoric during this period became a primary
vehicle of political socialisation. Public speeches, electoral campaigns, and media discourse
created a symbolic arena in which sovereignty, democracy, and cultural belonging were
contested and codified. A new rhetorical vocabulary — featuring terms such as ‘European
choice’, ‘sobornist’, ‘historical justice’, and ‘independent development’ — restructured
public understanding of the nation. Importantly, this discourse also marked a generational
shift, with youth increasingly aligning with reformist and Europeanist values, in contrast to
older cohorts anchored in Soviet cultural memory.

Ultimately, the decade did not produce a unified national identity. Instead, it
exposed the plural and dynamic character of identity formation in Ukraine, structured by
regional differentiation. Yet, the cumulative effect of political rhetoric was not neutral. It
contributed to the institutionalisation of key themes — sovereignty, democracy, memory,
and Europeanism — that would shape Ukraine’s political trajectory in the years to follow.
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Abstract

The study’s relevance lies in the fact that information wars are an integral part of
modern conflicts, and the use of gender narratives amplifies their impact, deepens existing
stereotypes, and creates new social divisions. The Russo-Ukrainian War, which has been
going on since 2014, is no exception in this regard. Thus, the purpose of the study is to
analyze gender narratives used in Russian manipulative propaganda in the context of the
Russian-Ukrainian war (2014-2024). The author identifies their main mechanisms,
functions, and influence on shaping public opinion and evaluates these narratives’ role in
discrediting Ukrainian society and legitimizing Russian aggression.

The study concludes that Russian media, through gender stereotypes and imagery,
contribute to the demoralization of Ukrainian society, create social divisions, and distort
perceptions of the conflict. One of the main tools of propaganda is portraying women
involved in the war as ‘victims of circumstance’ or ‘reluctant heroines’, which undermines
their actual contribution to the struggle. Simultaneously, the depiction of women in
occupied territories as grateful for ‘liberation’ reinforces narratives about ‘traditional
values’ and justifies aggression. Particular attention is given by Russian propaganda to
discrediting women leaders, attempting to undermine their authority and shift focus from
their professional achievements to gender stereotypes. An important component of this
strategy is also the masculinization of war, which devalues the role of women in military
and volunteer activities, fostering a misleading perception of war as a predominantly ‘male’
domain. These manipulations aim to create the impression of a weak and unstable
Ukrainian state, as well as to support Russian occupation policies. Therefore, a critical
understanding of these narratives and active resistance to information manipulation in the
media space is essential.

The Ukrainian experience shows that society can counter these manipulations
through the support of gender equality, the development of feminist initiatives, and the
enhancement of media literacy. Further research on this topic will contribute to a deeper
understanding of the mechanisms of informational influence and the development of
effective strategies to counter gender manipulations in contemporary conflicts.

Relevance of research. The Russo-Ukrainian War, which has been going on since
2014, is marked by military actions and a large-scale information war. One of the powerful
tools in this confrontation is gender narratives, actively utilized by the Russian Federation
to manipulate public consciousness. These narratives appeal to emotions, social norms,
and stereotypes, influencing a broad audience. Gender stereotypes, biases, and depictions
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of women and men serve as propaganda tools aimed at undermining national unity,
demoralizing society, fostering internal conflicts, and justifying aggressive actions. This
issue is significant not only for the Ukrainian context but also for a global audience, as it
demonstrates the use of gender as a tool of political influence and manipulation. The
relevance of this research lies in the fact that information warfare is an integral part of
modern conflicts, and the use of gender narratives amplifies its impact, deepens existing
stereotypes, and creates new social divides. Analyzing these mechanisms helps to
understand how gender aspects of manipulation contribute to the aggressor’s strategies
and how to counter these challenges in the media and cultural spheres.

Analysis of previous research. Scientific interest in the gender aspects of
information warfare is relatively new; however, this topic has been actively explored in an
interdisciplinary context over the past decade. Key elements of this subject include
analyzing information warfare, propaganda strategies, and the influence of gender
narratives on public opinion. A significant contribution to understanding the mechanisms
of information warfare is found in A. Khudoliy’s monograph describes the evolution of
Russia’s information strategies from 2014 to 2022 (Khudoliy, 2022). The influence of
Russian propaganda on the Ukrainian media space was studied by Y. Harhaun,
D. Tulupnikov (Harhaun & Tulupnikov, 2024) and A. Soloviova (Soloviova, 2024).
Scholars such as N.Atamanova (Atamanova, 2023), M.Vovk (Vovk, 2022), and
R. Chernysh (Chernysh, 2019) emphasize the widespread use of fake news in hybrid
warfare. In their article, S. Vovk and A. Bader propose a systematization of disinformation
strategies employed by Russia in its war against Ukraine (Vovk & Bader, 2022).
O. Honcharova (Honcharova, 2024) and I. Hrabovska (Hrabovska, 2022) examine the
roles of women in war and gender-related challenges.

The role of gender in information warfare has also been addressed in several
journalistic investigations (Musevych, 2024; Olenin, 2024; Tolub, 2023; Chevtaieva, 2023;
How Russian agitprop, 2023). However, most studies focus on specific aspects of the topic,
such as women’s participation in war or the media representation of their roles. A
comprehensive analysis of the use of gender narratives as a systemic tool of information
warfare remains insufficiently researched.

The purpose of the study is to analyze the gender narratives used in Russian
manipulative propaganda in the context of the Russo-Ukrainian War (2014-2024), to
identify their key mechanisms, functions, and influence on shaping public opinion, and to
evaluate the role of these narratives in discrediting Ukrainian society and legitimizing
Russian aggression.

Presentation of the main material. Russian propaganda during the war actively
exploits deeply rooted societal perceptions of the roles and positions of women and men,
adapting these narratives to its strategic goals (Vovk & Bader, 2022: 54). The use of such
stereotypes enables the creation of images of weakness, victimhood, or, conversely,
aggressions, which influence the emotional state of the audience, deepen distrust, and
shape a distorted perception of reality. This, in turn, serves to justify aggressive actions or
discredit Ukrainian resistance.

The primary direction of utilizing gender narratives is demoralization through
female imagery. A key aspect of this strategy is the emphasis on women’s participation in
the war, presented as evidence of a crisis in male responsibility. The fact that as of
January 1, 2011, 19,186 women were serving in the Armed Forces of Ukraine (Honcharova,
2024: 419), compared to 67,000 by mid-2024 (The Ministry of Defense, 2024), is actively
exploited for propaganda purposes by the aggressor state. Russian media often highlight
that Ukrainian women are forced to go to the front lines, taking on roles traditionally
associated with men. This is portrayed as proof of the ‘decline’ of traditional values and the
alleged inability of Ukrainian men to fulfill their duties as protectors. For instance,
propaganda narratives depict female military personnel as ‘victims of circumstances’
compelled to leave their homes and children to compensate for the lack of men in the
Armed Forces. This approach aims to discredit the Ukrainian Armed Forces and
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undermine confidence in Ukraine’s overall defense capabilities. Volunteers, military
medics, and activists who supported the army are frequently shown in propaganda as
‘heroes against their will’, acting out of fear or emotional coercion (Olenin, 2024). These
depictions are intended to devalue their contributions to the fight for independence and
diminish trust in their professionalism.

The second narrative actively exploited by Russian propaganda is the
romanticization of occupation through female imagery. Specifically, it employs the image
of the ‘protector’ to justify occupation acts. Women in occupied territories are often
depicted as weak, defenseless, and simultaneously grateful for ‘liberation’. In propaganda
materials, they are presented as symbols of suffering who require ‘care’ and ‘protection’.
Images of women allegedly awaiting ‘liberation’ by Russian forces and greeting them with
flowers were intended to reinforce narratives about the ‘brotherly nation’ and ‘shared
historical destiny’. Particular attention was given to portraying women in occupied
territories who cooperated with Russian authorities. These women were depicted as
examples of ‘wisdom’ and ‘pragmatism’, which understood ‘true values’ and supported the
‘restoration of historical justice’ (Vovk, 2022: 82). This created the illusion that occupation
was justified and desired by the local population.

Russian propaganda frequently leveraged themes of ‘traditional values’. It
emphasized that Russian forces were purportedly coming to defend the ‘traditional way of
life’ and ‘family values’, which, according to their narrative, were declining in Ukraine due
to the influence of a ‘degraded West’. Women were presented as embodiments of these
values, and their ‘gratitude’ for the occupation was portrayed as proof of the correctness of
Russian policy. In this context, stories of ‘love’ between Russian soldiers and local women
also emerged, aiming to create the illusion of peaceful coexistence and mutual
understanding in occupied territories. Such narratives were designed to distract attention
from the actual crimes committed by the occupiers and to legitimize their actions in the
eyes of the international audience. On the other hand, Ukrainian men and women
defending their country were portrayed as ‘aggressors’ or ‘puppets of the West’, carrying
out foreign interests to the detriment of their people. Ukrainian female soldiers and
volunteers, in particular, were often depicted as ‘traitors’ who allegedly rejected their
‘natural role’ as protectors and became ‘accomplices to crimes’. (Musevych, 2024). These
images were aimed at justifying military aggression, portraying it as a ‘humanitarian
mission’ to liberate the civilian population. Thus, romanticizing occupation through female
imagery became essential in Russian information warfare. It not only justified aggression
but also shaped a distorted perception of the conflict, aimed at weakening Ukrainian unity,
demoralizing society, and strengthening pro-Russian narratives both among the local
population and on the international stage.

Russian propaganda frequently employed the discrediting of female leaders as part
of its information warfare strategy. Ukrainian women in leadership positions within
military, volunteer, or civil sectors were systematically targeted with attempts to
undermine their authority, question their competence, and create negative perceptions
within society. One of the key methods of discreditation was the spread of rumors about
the alleged ‘immoral behavior’ of female leaders. Volunteers and servicewomen were
accused of ‘infidelity’, ‘abusing their positions’, or even corruption (How Russian agitprop,
2023). Such narratives aimed to erode public trust in these women and their work. For
example, fabricated stories circulated on social media and controlled media outlets claimed
that women volunteers misused funds collected for the front for personal purposes.

Particular attention was also given to attempts to reduce the role of women to
gender stereotypes. Their involvement in decision-making was often portrayed as a result
of ‘emotionality’ rather than professional qualifications. These tactics were designed to
reinforce traditional gender roles, delegitimize the leadership of women, and undermine
their contribution to Ukraine’s defense efforts. The actions of women leaders are often
interpreted through the lens of their personal lives, emphasizing their appearance, marital
status, or relationships. Russian media frequently focus on whether a woman’s behavior
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‘aligns’ with perceptions of her ‘traditional role’, distracting attention from her actual
achievements or impact. This tactic serves to undermine their authority and reduce their
credibility, framing them as less competent or unsuitable for leadership by highlighting
aspects of their personal lives that fit within stereotypical gender norms. By doing so,
Russian propaganda aims to diminish the influence of these women and portray them as
unfit for roles that require professionalism and leadership (Hrabovska, 2022:31). A
significant aspect of Russian propaganda campaigns targets the discrediting of women
leaders as ‘unnecessary’ in traditionally male-dominated fields, such as the military.
Female volunteers or servicewomen are accused of ‘taking up space’ or performing tasks
that, allegedly, would be better suited for men. This rhetoric aims to weaken the position of
women in defense roles and undermine their contribution to Ukraine’s fight for
independence.

Additionally, women leaders are often portrayed as ‘agents of the West’, suggesting
that they act under the direction of foreign governments or organizations. This narrative
serves to highlight their ‘detachment’ from Ukrainian realities and further delegitimize
their activities in the eyes of society. Media materials also present women as mere ‘PR
campaigns’ for the Ukrainian government or army, reducing their contribution to a formal
role created to project a positive image of Ukraine on the international stage. Such
narratives undermine the credibility of women leaders and aim to frame their actions as
serving external interests rather than the national cause (Chevtaieva, 2023).

These strategies aim to demoralize women leaders, reduce their societal support,
and undermine the broader trust in Ukraine’s volunteer movement, civil sector, and Armed
Forces. These tactics attempt to weaken key pillars of Ukrainian resistance and national
unity by targeting women in leadership positions. Discrediting women leaders is, therefore,
part of a broader information warfare campaign that seeks to destabilize Ukrainian society
through manipulation and the spread of disinformation. This approach attempts to create
divisions, delegitimize essential societal actors, and erode confidence in the national
defense and civilian contributions to the war effort, ultimately serving the strategic
objectives of the aggressor.

The use of gendered narratives in propaganda relies on existing gender stereotypes
and societal inequality, which are exacerbated during times of war, creating fertile ground
for information manipulation. In particular, Russian propaganda effectively uses and
amplifies the stereotype of female vulnerability. This narrative is aimed at heightening
feelings of fear, helplessness, and the incapacity of the Ukrainian state to ensure the safety
of its citizens. Russian media systematically spread fabricated stories about crimes against
women in conflict zones, including sexual violence, falsely attributing these acts to
Ukrainian military forces. For example, in 2014, a propaganda piece about a ‘crucified boy’
emphasized the suffering of mothers and children in the context of the war, creating a
potent emotional appeal while attempting to manipulate international perceptions of the
conflict. Such narratives aim to demonize the Ukrainian military, depict the state as
incapable of protecting its citizens, and further the Russian agenda of discrediting
Ukraine’s resistance and governance (Chernysh, 2019: 110).

Although the ‘crucified boy’ case was debunked as a fake, it remains one of the most
notorious examples of creating the image of Ukrainians as inhumane. Other narratives,
such as fabricated stories about women suffering from the ‘cruelty’ of Ukrainian soldiers,
were spread through both state-controlled media and social networks. These messages
aimed to shape the perception of Ukrainian soldiers as immoral ‘aggressors’ and stir up
hatred against them among the pro-Russian population. The image of the woman as a
victim in Russian propaganda is complemented by an emphasis on her emotionality and
weakness. Fabricated stories about women abandoned by their families, who lost their
children, or were forced to flee from war, are designed to evoke sympathy and amplify the
perception of chaos and Ukraine’s incapacity to handle the situation.

Particularly cynical is the use of sexual violence as a tool of information warfare.
Russian propaganda not only fabricated stories of violence by Ukrainian soldiers but also
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claimed that this was made possible by the lack of ‘protection’ from Russian forces. This
narrative reinforces the myth of Russia as a ‘protector’, justifying its occupation. Through
the emphasis on women’s vulnerability and suffering, Russian propaganda achieves several
goals: 1. Discrediting the Ukrainian government — It forms the perception that the state is
incapable of ensuring even basic security for its citizens. 2. Heightening anxiety —
Emotionally charged stories foster panic and distrust in official sources of information.
3. Justifying aggression — Propaganda uses the narrative of women’s suffering to
rationalize the occupation as a ‘protection of civilians’. Thus, the image of the woman as a
victim in Russian information strategy becomes one of the key tools for manipulating
public opinion, facilitating the spread of propaganda narratives about Ukraine’s inability to
function as a state.

Russian propaganda often resorts to the masculinization of war for gender-based
manipulation. War is frequently portrayed as an exclusively male affair, which devalues the
contributions of women in the struggle for independence, particularly their roles in
volunteering, medical support, and cultural resistance (How Russian agitprop, 2023).
Moreover, such a narrative creates a distorted perception of the real structure and
functioning of society during wartime. This trend is evident both in the media space and in
propaganda narratives that focus on the heroism of men, while ignoring or marginalizing
the involvement of women in various aspects of resistance.

Women’s roles in war are mostly reduced to auxiliary functions or completely
excluded from historical and societal discourse. Their contributions to volunteering,
medical support, cultural resistance, or diplomacy are often portrayed as a ‘natural
extension of feminine essence’ or as something secondary compared to the ‘heroic’ actions
of men on the battlefield. This diminishes the real achievements of women who are directly
involved in military operations, engage in strategic planning, provide support, or risk their
lives helping the wounded and saving civilians. The masculinization of war also affects the
formation of gender stereotypes in society. For example, women who join the Armed
Forces of Ukraine or participate in combat operations are often depicted as ‘deviations’
from the norm. Their involvement may be criticized or mocked, and their achievements
downplayed. This shapes the perception that the military sphere is ‘male territory’, and
women who dare to enter it are seen as violating traditional gender roles.

The issue of Ukrainian refugees abroad is also actively used by Russian propaganda
as a tool for discrediting and manipulating societal stereotypes, prejudices, and fears. This
approach aims to create a negative image of Ukrainians worldwide and reduce
international support for Ukraine. One of the narratives that are actively spread by Russian
propaganda is ‘Victims who abuse aid’. Ukrainian refugees are depicted as people who do
not need real help but are intentionally abusing social benefits, humanitarian aid, and
resources of the host countries. The media spread stories about “Ukrainian refugees in
expensive cars” or “those living in luxury at the expense of foreign taxpayers”.

Propaganda portrays refugees as people with questionable reputations, engaging in
illegal activities such as prostitution, fraud, or smuggling. Special attention is given to cases
where Ukrainian women get involved in scandals abroad, and these stories are exaggerated
or fabricated. Ukrainian women are presented as those who do not integrate into the host
society, showing ‘impertinence’ or ‘disrespect’ for local traditions and norms. The narrative
suggests that Ukrainian refugees pose a threat to local communities due to their behavior.
Women who left their country while their husbands were at the front are condemned. They
are labeled ‘traitors’ to their families, country, or traditions (How Russian agitprop, 2023).
All these informational injections aim to create an image of Ukrainian refugees as a
‘burden’ on the economies of host countries to undermine international solidarity with
Ukraine. The portrayal of Ukrainians as immoral, dishonest, and incompatible with
European values is intended to stir xenophobia and increase tension between local
populations and refugees.

Modern information technologies have radically changed how propaganda is spread,
making it more personalized, faster, and mass-oriented. Social media platforms such as
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Facebook, Twitter, Instagram, and Telegram have become key tools for generating and
broadcasting manipulative messages, including those with gendered content. This enables
the creation and dissemination of content that influences audiences through stereotypes,
emotional reactions, and the falsification of reality (Tolub, 2023). One of the most common
tools used is the creation of fabricated stories aimed at discrediting Ukrainian women,
especially those who are actively involved in military, volunteer, or political processes.
Propaganda generates false narratives about women who are allegedly ‘betraying’ Ukraine
or siding with the occupiers, often accompanied by images designed to provoke outrage or
distrust. For example, fake posts circulated on social media claiming that Ukrainian female
soldiers were collaborating with Russian intelligence services.

These stories are intended to undermine the morale of society and discredit women
as part of the Ukrainian resistance. Russian propaganda frequently resorts to the
sexualization of women on social media, attempting to downplay their role in societal and
military processes. Depictions of women in degrading or objectified contexts serve to create
the impression that their actions are trivial or depend on their appearance rather than their
professional qualities. For example, female soldiers may be portrayed as ‘women for
entertainment’ or ‘decorations’ for male teams rather than as equal participants in combat
or strategic processes. Such messages are aimed at devaluing the real contributions of
women in the fight for independence and the country’s recovery. Feminist initiatives also
become targets of attacks on social media. Narratives mocking or discrediting feminist
movements are used to reinforce patriarchal stereotypes and restore the notion of
‘traditional roles’ for women. For instance, posts circulate that depict feminists as ‘agents
of the West’ who are allegedly undermining Ukrainian society. These narratives are
accompanied by cartoons, memes, and videos mocking activists, reducing their movement
to superficial or even absurd motives.

Gender manipulations are actively spread by bots and trolls, who create and share
content aimed at discrediting women. These accounts mimic real users, fueling discussions
and provoking conflicts. For example, in the comments on posts about women’s
achievements in the military or political spheres, one can often see gender-biased
statements that question their competence or emphasize the ‘inappropriateness’ of their
activities. Social media allows manipulative content to be adapted for different audience
groups. For older generations, these may be posts with nostalgic elements about
‘traditional women’s roles’, while for younger audiences, memes or videos featuring
popular influencers mocking feminist movements are used. Such campaigns reinforce
gender stereotypes, discredit female leaders, and contribute to the formation of distrust in
their activities. Thus, through memes, fake stories, sexualization, and attacks on feminist
initiatives, distorted perceptions of women actively participating in the defense and
recovery of Ukraine are created. This affects not only public consciousness but also the
effectiveness of Ukraine’s resistance in the context of information warfare.

Ukrainian society is actively responding to the challenges of information warfare,
particularly to attempts to manipulate public consciousness through gender stereotypes.
Thanks to the synergy of various initiatives, there is an increasing understanding of the
importance of fighting against manipulations, and effective tools for exposing them are
being developed (Atamanova, 2023: 4-5).

An important role in this resistance is played by the support for gender equality. The
Russo-Ukrainian war has become a catalyst for changes in the perception of women’s roles
in society. Ukrainian society increasingly recognizes the contributions of women in various
fields of life, including those traditionally considered ‘male-dominated’. Support is growing
for women who participate in military actions, work in leadership positions in volunteer
organizations, or implement projects aimed at rebuilding the country. Initiatives aimed at
supporting gender equality cover not only human rights activities but also state policies.
The adoption of legislative changes aimed at expanding women’s rights and ensuring
equality becomes a key factor in the fight against gender manipulations. For example,
campaigns highlighting the achievements of women in the Ukrainian Armed Forces or
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their contribution to rebuilding infrastructure create new positive images that counteract
propagandist stereotypes.

Feminist organizations and activists play an essential role in countering gender
manipulations. They organize educational campaigns, public lectures, media literacy
workshops, and actions aimed at dismantling stereotypes about women. One successful
example is initiatives that highlight women’s contributions to various aspects of public life,
particularly in military service and volunteer work. Feminist movements also actively work
to counter the discrediting of women leaders, helping them fight against gender
discrimination and propagandist attacks. Awareness-raising campaigns that debunk myths
about ‘immoral behavior’ or ‘incompetence’ of women in the public sphere raise societal
awareness and contribute to the formation of a critical attitude toward disinformation.

Public organizations and media play a central role in exposing propagandist
manipulations. Initiatives aimed at improving media literacy help the public distinguish
between reliable sources of information and identify fake news. These efforts are essential
in building resilience against misinformation, enabling individuals to critically evaluate the
content they encounter and make informed decisions based on facts rather than
manipulation (Khudoliy, 2022: 111).

Ukrainian journalists and fact-checking platforms, such as StopFake or Detector
Media, monitor content shared on social media and debunk the most dangerous
disinformation campaigns. Special attention is given to gendered narratives aimed at
discrediting women. Additionally, Ukrainian media actively produce content that
highlights the real contributions of women in the fight for independence and the country’s
recovery. Information warfare also involves the engagement of international partners, who
help expand opportunities for exposing propaganda and providing an accurate
understanding of the situation in Ukraine. Projects, such as collaboration with
international organizations focused on gender equality, contribute to the promotion of
Ukraine’s experience in combating information warfare and gender manipulations.

An important component of the counteraction is the shift in societal perceptions of
women’s roles in war and post-war reconstruction. Through media, educational programs,
and cultural initiatives, recognition of women’s equal contributions to all aspects of life is
growing. This helps shape a new national identity, in which equality and partnership
become fundamental principles.

Conclusions. Russian propaganda actively used gendered narratives to manipulate
public consciousness and amplify disinformation during the Russo-Ukrainian war.
Through gender stereotypes and imagery, Russian media contribute to the demoralization
of Ukrainian society, create social divides, and distort the perception of the conflict. One of
the key propaganda tools is the portrayal of women involved in the war as ‘victims of
circumstances’ or ‘heroines against their will’, devaluing their fundamental contributions
to the fight. At the same time, depicting women in occupied territories as grateful for
‘liberation’ strengthens narratives about ‘traditional values’ and justifies aggression.

Russian propaganda pays particular attention to discrediting female leaders,
attempting to undermine their authority and shift the focus from their professional
achievements to gender stereotypes. An important component of the strategy is also the
masculinization of war, which minimizes the role of women in military and volunteer
processes, creating a false notion in society of the ‘masculine’ nature of war. The use of
social media in propaganda campaigns makes these narratives more effective by spreading
disinformation among a broad audience through emotionally charged and fabricated
stories.

These manipulations aim to create the impression of a weak and unstable Ukrainian
state, as well as to support Russian occupation policies. Therefore, a critical understanding
of these narratives and active resistance to information manipulation in the media space is
essential. The Ukrainian experience shows that society can counter these manipulations
through the support of gender equality, the development of feminist initiatives, and the
enhancement of media literacy. Further research on this topic will contribute to a deeper
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understanding of the mechanisms of informational influence and the development of
effective strategies to counter gender manipulations in contemporary conflicts.
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Abstract

This article explores the impact of the Russian-Ukrainian military conflict — de facto
a war — on the transformation of the international security system. The full-scale invasion
launched in 2022 exposed critical vulnerabilities in global governance and challenged the
foundational principles of peace and sovereignty across the European space. The study
aims to analyse Ukraine’s evolving role as both a security actor and a normative force. To
this end, it examines the country’s repositioning in regional and global structures, outlines
the key consequences of the war, and assesses how the conflict has reshaped strategic
thinking in Europe.

Methodologically, the article applies historical, comparative, and analytical
approaches, combining periodisation, analogy, and actualisation to examine legal, military,
and political dimensions of the conflict. In addition to academic literature and institutional
reports, the research draws on expert interviews and news-based analysis to provide a
multidimensional understanding of the war and Ukraine’s place within it. Special attention
is given to the concept of Ukraine as a civilisational ‘shield of Europe’ — a state that has
historically functioned as a defensive frontier against eastern authoritarian expansion. This
perspective helps situate Ukraine’s modern struggle within a broader cultural and
geopolitical continuum.

The article addresses key challenges posed by the war, including food insecurity,
mass displacement, energy crises, environmental degradation, and legal disruption. It also
highlights Ukraine’s contribution not only to military defence, but to democratic resilience,
legal coherence under existential pressure, and the defence of international norms.
Ukraine’s consistent appeals to international law and cooperation with global institutions
demonstrate its normative potential in a time of democratic backsliding and authoritarian
revisionism. The article concludes that Ukraine has moved from the margins of Europe’s
security system to its normative centre, playing a strategic role in shaping the continent’s
future security architecture.

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Problem statement. Russia’s military invasion of Ukraine, which began on
20 February 2014 with the occupation of Crimea and later the escalation in Donbas,
marked the start of an undeclared hybrid war that flagrantly violated international law. The
full-scale phase of this war, launched on 24 February 2022, became not only a logical
continuation of Russia’s long-standing expansionist policies but also a turning point in
European and global security. Emerging from the aftermath of the Revolution of Dignity
(Revoliutsiia Hidnosti) and the collapse of the Yanukovych regime, Ukraine has found itself
at the epicentre of one of the deepest socio-political and civilizational fractures of the
modern era.

Since 2014, and especially after the beginning of full-scale hostilities in 2022,
Ukraine has assumed a dual role: as both a frontline state defending its territorial integrity
and a key normative actor upholding core European values — dignity, freedom, sovereignty,
and the rule of law. Russia’s aggression against Ukraine, as well as its broader hybrid
offensives against the West, have not only destabilised Eastern and Central Europe —
regions still marked by the legacy of totalitarianism and Moscow’s dominance — but have
also exposed critical vulnerabilities in the international security architecture.

The war has catalysed global shifts, including disruptions in energy and food supply
chains, the weaponisation of migration, nuclear blackmail, and large-scale environmental
degradation. Simultaneously, it has forced transatlantic institutions to revisit their
foundational principles and defence postures. Ukraine’s response — characterised by
resilience, democratic mobilisation, and institutional coherence — has increasingly
positioned the country as a ‘norm entrepreneur’, shaping discourses of collective defence,
international justice, and moral leadership.

Analysis of previous research and publications. The Russian-Ukrainian war, on-
going since 2014 and escalating into a full-scale invasion on 24 February 2022, has become
the focus of extensive interdisciplinary research. Among Ukrainian scholars, significant
contributions have been made by Valerii Hrytsiuk and Oleksandr Lysenko (Hrytsiuk &
Lysenko, 2023), who proposed a detailed military-historical periodisation of the conflict. A
more comprehensive framework was presented by Pavlo Hai-Nyzhnyk (Hai-Nyzhnyk,
2022), who emphasized the evolving nature of the war — from a localized armed
confrontation to a total war encompassing political, humanitarian, economic, and
geopolitical dimensions. Olha Brusientseva (Brusientseva, 2022) has conducted a
comprehensive analysis of the challenges posed by Russia’s war against Ukraine,
addressing them across socio-economic, humanitarian, security, and several other aspects.

Among other critical areas, the global economic implications of the war have been
explored in detail by the Economist Intelligence Unit (2022), which highlighted the war’s
disruptive effect on macroeconomic stability and trade. Similar conclusions were drawn by
economist Sebastian Galiani (Galiani, 2023), whose analysis underscores the war’s long-term
impact on food security, commodity prices, and financial markets. These findings are
consistent with assessments by the World Food Programme and the UN (WFP, 2025a), which
identified the war in Ukraine as a major driver of global hunger and economic instability.

Another important line of scholarly inquiry concerns Ukraine’s civilizational role in
defending Europe. In particular, the concept of the ‘Ukrainian Shield’, originally proposed
by Yuriy Kotlyar and elaborated in a joint publication with Marharyta Lymar, frames
Ukraine’s resistance as part of a long-standing historical mission to protect Europe from
eastern invasions — from the Pechenegs and Mongol-Tatars to the modern ‘Moscow horde’
(Kotlyar & Lymar, 2023). This symbolic framing resonates in policy and academic
narratives alike, reinforcing Ukraine’s identity as both a security actor and a moral anchor
of European civilization.

While various dimensions of the war — military, economic, humanitarian,
environmental, and legal — have been individually analysed, an integrative approach that
situates the Russian-Ukrainian war within the broader crisis of the international security
system and the defence of European values remains both timely and necessary.
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Purpose of the study is to examine Ukraine’s evolving role as both a security actor
and a normative force in Europe by analysing its defence and promotion of core European
values, as well as the broader impact of the Russian invasion on global and regional
security structures. In doing so, the article pays particular attention to Ukraine’s
contribution to the transformation of the international security system and to its emerging
position within a redefined European defence order. The analysis focuses on the
multidimensional consequences of the war — economic, demographic, ecological, and legal
— and highlights Ukraine’s role not only as a security buffer but also as a strategic architect
of Europe’s future.

Research methods and techniques. This study applies a combination of general
scientific and specialised historical methods to examine the transformative impact of the
Russian-Ukrainian war on the international security system.

Among general scientific approaches, the research relies on analysis, to break down
complex issues such as the war and its global implications; synthesis, to integrate findings
from historical and contemporary sources; induction, to generalise from observed patterns;
and deduction, to draw conclusions regarding the war’s influence on the evolving European
security architecture.

In terms of specialised methods, the study utilises periodisation, actualisation,
analogy, and the historical-comparative method. Periodisation enables the structuring of
the war’s progression into analytically distinct phases. While no unified periodisation of
the Russian-Ukrainian war (2014-2024) exists, two influential frameworks are widely
cited. The first periodisation was developed by military historian Hrytsiuk (Hrytsiuk,
2022: 45), who identified three key stages of the war: the occupation of Crimea, the Anti-
Terrorist Operation (ATO) / Joint Forces Operation (JFO) period, and the full-scale
invasion beginning in February 2022. This framework was later elaborated in detail in
collaboration with Lysenko, particularly regarding the third stage, which they further
divided into four operational phases (Hrytsiuk & Lysenko, 2023; IInytskyi & Kutska, 2023).
The second, proposed by Hai-Nyzhnyk (Hai-Nyzhnyk, 2022), introduces a more detailed
multi-phase chronology that traces the conflict’s transformation into a total war with
geopolitical and civilisational dimensions.

The method of analogy facilitates the comparison of Ukraine’s experience with other
regional security complexes (Kotlyar, Lymar & Tykhonenko, 2020). This comparative lens
contributes to broader historical generalisations and highlights Ukraine’s role as both a
subject and agent of global security transformation.

By combining these methods, the study aims to uncover not only the factual
progression of the war but also its symbolic, legal, geopolitical, and normative
ramifications within a crisis-ridden international system.

Presentation of the main material. To understand Ukraine’s evolving role
within the international security system, it is essential to examine the multifaceted
consequences of the Russian invasion — not only in terms of military dynamics but also
through the broader socio-economic, ecological, demographic, legal, and geopolitical
dimensions. These interconnected spheres reveal the scale of disruption caused by the war
and Ukraine’s response as a resilient actor and value-based partner. The analysis below
focuses on several critical domains in which the war has generated systemic shifts,
beginning with the global economic ramifications.

Economic disruption and inflationary spillover. The Russian invasion of
Ukraine has triggered profound disruptions in global markets, exacerbating inflation,
destabilising supply chains, and accelerating systemic crises across both developed and
developing economies. As one of the world’s key exporters of grain, corn, sunflower oil, and
other critical commodities, Ukraine has traditionally played a stabilising role in global agri-
food and resource markets. However, the war and the blockade of Ukrainian ports have
drastically reduced export volumes, intensifying global food insecurity and commodity
price shocks.

In 2022, the World Trade Organisation forecasted a slowdown in global GDP growth
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from 5,7% to 2,8%, while global trade projections were revised down due to instability in
energy and agriculture markets. The Economist Intelligence Unit downgraded its global
growth forecast from 3,9% to 3,4%, attributing the shift to the war’s far-reaching impact.
These projections aligned with World Bank data showing that over half of Ukrainian
businesses had ceased operations, while the remaining enterprises functioned under severe
constraints. At that stage, the total damage to Ukrainian infrastructure was estimated at
more than two-thirds of GDP.

By early 2025, the cost of Ukraine’s recovery and reconstruction was officially
estimated at $524 billion over the next decade, based on a joint assessment by the
Government of Ukraine, the World Bank, the European Commission, and the United
Nations (Updated Ukraine recovery and reconstruction needs..., 2025). This amount
equals nearly 2,8 times the country’s 2024 nominal GDP. Ukraine’s economy is expected to
grow by 2% in 2025 (Mukhina, 2025), although inflation remains high at 12,6%, and the
state faces external financing needs of around $42,8 billion (European Commission
worsens forecast for Ukraine’s economic growth, 2025; Updated Ukraine recovery and
reconstruction needs..., 2025).

Ukraine and Russia were among the world’s leading agricultural producers and,
prior to the full-scale war, the two largest exporters of grains and oilseeds — jointly
accounting for approximately 30% of global wheat exports in 2021 and nearly 80% of
international trade in sunflower oil and related products. Ukraine, in particular, has been a
major supplier of corn and other key agricultural commodities consumed globally, playing
an especially vital role in food security across Asia, the Middle East, and North Africa,
including countries such as Egypt and Lebanon whose political and economic stability are
of critical regional importance (Brusientseva, 2022: 843).

According to the UN World Food Programme (Ukraine, 2025), prior to the invasion
Ukraine produced enough food to feed 400 million people, making it a critical pillar of
global food security. In an attempt to disrupt the sowing season and undermine Ukraine’s
role in global food supply, Russian forces deliberately targeted the country’s agricultural
sector. They shelled agricultural infrastructure and fuel depots, looted grain and
transported it to Russian territory, mined fields and farming equipment, and blockaded
key Black Sea ports through which Ukraine exports much of its agricultural produce.
Despite the Black Sea Grain Initiative (2022-2023), renewed Russian attacks on port
infrastructure in Odesa and Mykolaiv in 2024 undermined global confidence and pushed
millions toward food insecurity (Welsh, Glauber & Dodd, 2024).

Although Ukraine succeeded in restoring its agricultural exports to nearly pre-war
levels — reaching $24,5 billion in 2024 (In 2024, Ukraine reached its pre-war export levels,
2025), including substantial volumes of sunflower oil, corn, and wheat — the global food
security situation remains deeply troubling. According to the United Nations, over 295
million people in 53 countries experienced crisis-level or worse hunger in 2024, a 5%
increase compared to the previous year (Global Report on Food Crises 2025, 2025). The
primary drivers of this deterioration include armed conflict, climate-related disasters, and
economic shocks, which increasingly intersect and reinforce one another. The crisis is
expected to escalate further in 2025 due to substantial cuts in humanitarian food
assistance, including a significant reduction in funding by the U.S. Agency for International
Development.

In Europe, economies already weakened by the COVID-19 crisis were hit hard.
Energy insecurity, inflation, and redirected public spending toward refugee assistance and
military aid forced significant budgetary adjustments. Countries such as Germany and
Italy, previously reliant on Russian gas, were compelled to reconfigure their energy
strategies and accelerate green transitions, despite immediate economic losses.

Although earlier projections estimated that the cumulative global economic cost of
the war could reach $1,5 trillion by 2025, recent developments suggest that this figure may
soon be surpassed — not only due to sustained disruptions in trade and inflationary
pressures, but also because of rising reconstruction costs and a projected surge in defence
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spending. Europe alone is preparing for what has been described as a ‘big bang’ moment,
potentially unlocking over one trillion dollars in new military investments over the next
decade, in response to the erosion of U.S. support and the need to reinforce the continent’s
own security architecture (Monaghan, 2025). When combined with the existing burden of
humanitarian aid, military assistance, industrial disruptions, and infrastructure losses, the
total cost of the war is likely to exceed earlier estimates.

As Professor Sebastian Galiani observes, the war has reshaped the structure of the
global economy in at least three fundamental ways: by accelerating the energy transition,
pushing inflation to unprecedented levels, and destabilising the financial foundations of
emerging markets. The feedback loop created by disrupted grain and fertiliser exports,
logistical breakdowns, and geopolitical fragmentation threatens to redefine the rules of
global trade and investment for years to come (Galiani, 2023).

Demographic crisis and humanitarian fallout. The Russian invasion of
Ukraine has precipitated one of the largest displacement crises in Europe since World
WarIl. As of August 2024, approximately 6,7 million Ukrainians fled abroad, including
over 6,2 million residing in European countries. Also, Ukraine still hosts around 3,7 million
internally displaced persons (Ukraine: Global Apeal 2025 situation overview, 2025: 2).
These movements have profound implications for Ukraine’s labour market, demographic
stability, and post-war recovery.

Since 24 February 2022, almost 6,5 million people fleeing Ukraine have been
documented globally as of 15 February 2024 (Crisis Movements — Ukraine, 2024). By June
2023, more than 8 million Ukrainians were living abroad — roughly 20% of the country’s
pre-war population, including 63% of adult citizens and 22% of children (Number of
Ukrainians and Their Migration Abroad.., 2023). Despite some return migration, many
refugees still held temporary protection status in the European Union. Countries like
Germany, Poland, and the Czech Republic hosted the largest Ukrainian populations. As of
17 April 2025, 6,357,600 Ukrainian refugees were officially registered in Europe — an
increase of over 350,000 compared to the figures from February 2024. This rise reflects
ongoing population displacement caused by escalating hostilities and deliberate attacks on
civilian infrastructure (Ukraine refugee situation, 2025).

The economic implications for host countries have been considerable. According to
Goldman Sachs, the four largest EU economies — Germany, Poland, France, and Sweden —
allocated up to 0,2% of their GDP to support Ukrainian refugees in 2022 (Chaliuk, 2022).
As of 2025, European countries have spent over €117 billion to support Ukrainian refugees,
with the largest contributions coming from Germany (€30.6 billion) and Poland (€26,5
billion) (How much money have European countries spent on aid.., 2024). Despite the fact
that many Ukrainians have actively integrated into host societies and entered the labour
market, expenditures on housing, social benefits, education, and healthcare remain
substantial. Particularly significant is Poland’s support, which allocated 4,2% of its GDP to
refugee assistance — the highest proportion among all EU member states (Poland helps
Ukraine with almost 5% of its GDP.., 2024).

Within Ukraine, civilians in occupied territories suffer constant shelling, lack of
basic resources, and the collapse of public services. The Office of the UN High
Commissioner for Human Rights (OHCHR) has documented serious humanitarian
violations, including sexual violence, forced disappearances, and the targeting of civilian
infrastructure.

The war has also resulted in extensive cultural destruction. According to UNESCO,
at least 110 cultural heritage sites were damaged in the first two months of the full-scale
invasion (How Russia is destroying Ukraine’s national and cultural heritage, 2022). By
mid-2023, Ukraine’s Ministry of Culture reported that over 664 sites, including 84 of
national significance, had been damaged or destroyed (The Ministry continues to record
damage and destruction.., 2023). Attacks have also targeted Holocaust memorials, such as
Babyn Yar in Kyiv and Drobytsky Yar in Kharkiv, in cynical contradiction of Russia’s own
propaganda.
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Despite these devastating impacts, the Ukrainian diaspora has mobilised extensively
to support the homeland. Razom for Ukraine (Since start of full-scale invasion, over USD
100 million.., 2023), for instance, raised over $100 million for medical and mental health
assistance, while the Ukrainian World Congress (2024) has coordinated the delivery of
military and humanitarian aid across continents.

Nuclear risk and ecological destruction. Russia’s war against Ukraine has
inflicted large-scale environmental destruction, combining nuclear safety threats, ecocide,
and long-term ecological degradation. These consequences transcend national borders,
posing serious risks to regional and global environmental security.

Nuclear safety remains a persistent concern. Since March 2022, Russian troops have
militarised the Zaporizhzhia Nuclear Power Plant (NPP), Europe’s largest, using it as a
military base and obstructing maintenance operations. The plant has faced repeated
shelling, blackouts, and operational uncertainty. Earlier in the war, Russian forces also
seized the Chernobyl Exclusion Zone, triggering international alarm due to radiation risks
and hostage-taking of plant personnel. These incidents undermine global nuclear norms
and highlight gaps in international enforcement mechanisms.

The destruction of the Kakhovka Dam on 6 June 2023, widely recognised as an act of
ecocide, caused massive flooding, environmental contamination, and damage to critical
biodiversity zones. Over 150 tonnes of oil spilled into the Dnipro River. Flooding has
significantly affected three nature reserves: the Nizhnedniprovsky National Nature Park
(NNP), the Kamianska Sich NNP, the Biloberezhzhia Sviatoslava NNP, and the Black Sea
Biosphere Reserve, which is protected by UNESCO. In addition, the Kinburn Spit Regional
Landscape Park with a total area of almost 18,000 hectares; sites of the Volyzhyn Forest
Black Sea Biosphere Reserve, Dovhyi Island, Kruhlyi Island with an area of 2,700 hectares;
and the Vysunsko-Inhuletskyi Regional Landscape Park with an area of 2,700 hectares
were also affected (The destruction of the Kakhovka HPP caused at least $2.., 2023). The
dam’s collapse also disrupted the water supply for cooling reactors at Zaporizhzhia NPP,
further compounding nuclear risks.

Experts of the State Environmental Inspectorate have recorded that the salinity level
of the Black Sea near Odesa is already almost three times lower than normal. Such changes
can irreversibly affect the entire ecosystem and lead to massive deaths of the Black Sea
flora and fauna. The Black Sea is threatened with catastrophic pollution due to the
explosion of the Kakhovka Hydroelectric Power Plant (Zakharchenko, 2023).

Beyond these major disasters, the war has contaminated air, soil, and water across
much of Ukraine. As of 2025, Ukraine is one of the most mine-contaminated areas in the
world (Mine Action Update: Ukraine, 2025). Toxic emissions from industrial sites, oil
leaks, and disrupted sewage systems have polluted ecosystems and threaten long-term
public health.

Russia’s actions in Ukraine demonstrate the weaponisation of nature as a tool of
war. The concept of ecocide is increasingly used to frame these actions within international
legal discourse, reinforcing calls for accountability and compensation through global
environmental justice mechanisms.

Energy security and the role of Ukraine. Russia’s invasion of Ukraine exposed
Europe’s acute vulnerability to energy coercion. For decades, Russia leveraged its
dominance in fossil fuel exports — particularly natural gas — as a geopolitical tool, shaping
foreign policy decisions across the continent. The war marked a turning point, triggering
what EU leaders have called a ‘tectonic shift’ in the region’s energy doctrine.

Ukraine has played a critical role in this transformation — not only as a transit state
for gas, but increasingly as an agent of resistance against energy blackmail. Despite attacks
on infrastructure and the occupation of key energy facilities, Ukraine has maintained
energy flows where possible, resisted Russian attempts to destabilise its grid, and
accelerated its own path toward energy independence. The country is now a testing ground
for distributed energy resilience, with growing investments in renewables, energy
efficiency, and decentralised systems.
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At the European level, Ukraine’s struggle has catalysed reforms. The EU’s
REPowerEU strategy was fast-tracked in response to the war, aiming to reduce fossil fuel
dependency and diversify supply routes (EU action to address the energy crisis, 2025).
Countries like Germany and Italy, previously heavily reliant on Russian gas, have begun
restructuring their energy sectors under pressure from both geopolitical necessity and
Ukrainian advocacy.

Ukraine’s experience has also exposed the dangers of the ‘resource curse’ — a concept
highlighted by scholars such as Michael Ross (2012) — which links fossil fuel wealth to
authoritarianism. In this context, Ukraine’s defiance serves not just a defensive purpose,
but a normative one: challenging autocratic control over energy flows and promoting
democratic resilience through transparency and reform.

Thus, Ukraine functions not merely as a victim of energy aggression, but as a
normative and infrastructural shield — defending European societies from economic coercion
and accelerating the continent’s shift toward sustainable, decentralised energy futures.

Legal order, international norms, and the Ukrainian commitment to
values. The Russian invasion of Ukraine constitutes one of the most egregious violations
of international law in the twenty-first century. Since 2022, Russia has breached multiple
foundational principles of the UN Charter and customary international law, including the
prohibition of the use of force, respect for sovereignty and territorial integrity, the
inviolability of borders, and the protection of civilians in times of war. The use of
indiscriminate weapons — cluster munitions, phosphorus bombs — and deliberate attacks
on civilian infrastructure such as hospitals, schools, and energy grids have triggered global
condemnation and calls for accountability.

In parallel, Russia’s disregard for international obligations under the 1994 Budapest
Memorandum, the Geneva Conventions, and the Law of Armed Conflict has undermined
the very foundations of the rules-based international order. Its militarisation of occupied
territories, weaponisation of food and energy, and systemic disinformation campaigns not
only destabilise Ukraine, but threaten the credibility of global governance mechanisms writ
large.

In stark contrast, Ukraine has consistently aligned itself with international legal
norms and democratic values, even under conditions of existential threat. Kyiv has
initiated legal proceedings at the International Court of Justice and cooperated with the
International Criminal Court on war crimes investigations. Despite the devastation of war,
Ukraine has maintained its commitment to human rights conventions, rule of law, and
democratic governance — upholding the very values enshrined in the European and
international legal traditions.

Ukraine’s conduct in war reinforces its position not only as a victim of aggression but
as a defender of legal and moral order. As European Commission President Ursula von der
Leyen stated during her visit to Kyiv in May 2023, Ukraine has become a place where
European values are defended daily — not just in rhetoric but in practice (Kanevskyi, 2023).
This commitment has accelerated Ukraine’s integration into the Euro-Atlantic legal and
security space and has bolstered its status as a normative actor capable of reinforcing the
legitimacy of international institutions from within.

Ultimately, Ukraine’s legal posture exemplifies the normative power of value-based
resistance. While Russia undermines international law to pursue imperial revisionism,
Ukraine’s resilience contributes to the reaffirmation of global norms — and to the
reconstitution of international security architecture on the basis of rights, justice, and
shared democratic ideals.

Ukraine as a strategic and normative shield of Europe. Russia’s full-scale
invasion of Ukraine is not merely a geopolitical rupture — it is a civilizational confrontation.
Ukraine today stands at the epicentre of a historic struggle between authoritarian coercion
and democratic resilience. As in earlier centuries, Ukraine has once again become the
shield defending Europe from aggression, disinformation, and the erosion of core values.

Yet Ukraine’s role in this war transcends the traditional image of a defensive buffer
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zone. Through its battlefield resilience, legal initiatives, civil mobilisation, and diplomatic
engagement, Ukraine has emerged not only as a frontline state but as a security provider
and normative leader within the emerging European order.

Traditionally, aspirant countries in the Euro-Atlantic space are required to meet
established standards before joining NATO or the EU. However, Ukraine’s wartime
performance has inverted this logic. Under conditions of existential threat, the country has
demonstrated strategic competence, military innovation, and operational discipline that
exceed those of several long-standing member states. The Ukrainian Armed Forces have
successfully absorbed and institutionalised NATO principles — from interoperability and
decentralised command to battlefield logistics — under the most extreme conditions
imaginable.

Ukraine’s battlefield has become a real-world environment for understanding the
dynamics of modern warfare. These experiences are already informing doctrinal updates
within NATO and shaping the alliance’s long-term adaptation strategy. In this sense,
Ukraine is no longer merely aspiring to join Western defence structures — it is already
contributing to their strategic relevance and evolution.

Equally significant is Ukraine’s function as a normative actor. In contrast to
authoritarian regimes that exploit state power to suppress dissent, Ukraine has sustained
democratic practices, rule of law, transparency, and respect for civil liberties even under
martial law. Its wartime governance — including initiatives in digital governance, civil
society coordination, and international legal advocacy — reflects a resilient value ecosystem
aligned with the foundational principles of the European Union.

Ukraine’s appeals to international law, human rights conventions, and multilateral
institutions are not instrumental or selective; they are rule-based and consistent. Whether
through its engagement with the International Criminal Court or advocacy at the United
Nations General Assembly, Ukraine has demonstrated that it is not merely aligning with
European values — it is actively reinvigorating them.

This moral consistency is particularly evident in Ukraine’s rejection of coerced
peace. Despite mounting international pressure for compromise, Ukraine continues to
uphold its right to just resistance. The missile strike on the Okhmatdyt children’s hospital
in Kyiv (July 2024) and the double attack on civilians in Sumy (April 2025) are just two
among many examples that, despite widespread international condemnation, failed to stop
Russia’s aggression and further underscore the existential nature of Ukraine’s struggle. Its
refusal to appease mirrors the failures of past attempts to pacify authoritarian
expansionism and affirms the moral clarity of Ukraine’s position.

Ukraine’s contribution to European security and its principled commitment to
shared values demand a corresponding shift in integration policy. While the EU and NATO
traditionally apply the principle of conditionality to accession, the current context
necessitates a more flexible, partnership-based approach. Ukraine’s reconstruction
provides a unique opportunity to embed reforms into European frameworks from the
ground up, creating a model of synchronised, accelerated integration.

Delaying Ukraine’s institutional anchoring risks not only strategic fragmentation but
also moral incoherence. Europe’s long-term stability depends on locking Ukraine into its
security and political architecture — not only to reward resilience but to consolidate
deterrence against future aggression.

Conclusions. The Russian invasion of Ukraine has become a critical juncture in the
evolution of the international security system, triggering multidimensional
transformations far beyond the battlefield. This war has revealed the limits of existing
institutional mechanisms, exposed vulnerabilities in economic and energy
interdependence, and challenged the normative coherence of the global order. At the same
time, it has elevated Ukraine from the position of a peripheral security recipient to that of a
central actor — both strategic and normative — in shaping Europe’s response to
authoritarian aggression.

Ukraine’s wartime experience has fundamentally altered its status within the Euro-

Atlantic community. Its ability to maintain institutional resilience, civil mobilisation, and
legal coherence under conditions of existential threat has demonstrated a level of
democratic maturity and strategic competence that exceeds the expectations typically
placed on aspirant states. The country’s economy, though severely damaged, has continued
to function, supported by international partnerships and domestic innovation. Its
agricultural sector, once a pillar of global food security, has adapted under fire to resume
critical exports, while the Ukrainian diaspora has mobilised extensive humanitarian and
logistical assistance across continents.

Equally transformative is Ukraine’s role in accelerating Europe’s energy transition.
As country resisting energy blackmail and promoting energy diversification, Ukraine has
not only defended its own sovereignty but also helped redefine the continent’s energy
architecture. In doing so, it has challenged the geopolitical logic of dependency and
reinforced the normative imperative of democratic resilience over resource
authoritarianism.

The environmental and humanitarian dimensions of the war — ranging from ecocide
and nuclear risk to mass displacement and cultural destruction — have further underlined
the systemic consequences of Russia’s aggression. These effects are not limited to Ukraine’s
territory but threaten regional stability, global health, and ecological balance. Ukraine’s
response, grounded in appeals to international law and sustained civic engagement, has
reaffirmed its commitment to the very norms that form the foundation of European and
global governance.

Perhaps most significantly, Ukraine has assumed a new identity — not as a passive
object of geopolitical contestation, but as an active defender and co-shaper of the European
project. Its strategic adaptation on the battlefield has already informed NATO doctrine,
while its morally grounded insistence on justice and accountability has strengthened the
legitimacy of international legal institutions. In this sense, Ukraine has become not only a
shield in the physical sense, but a normative compass, confronting the erosion of
democratic values and reinforcing the moral coherence of the West.

In light of these developments, Ukraine’s integration into the European and
transatlantic institutional system should no longer be treated as a distant objective but as a
necessary condition for continental security and democratic consolidation. The war has
made clear that the future of Europe’s defence, stability, and values depends not only on
formal treaties, but on the inclusion of those who have demonstrated — through action,
sacrifice, and conviction — their unwavering commitment to the principles that unite
democratic nations. Ukraine’s presence at the core of this architecture is not a symbolic
gesture; it is a strategic and ethical imperative.
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Abstract

The article examines Norway’s military assistance to Ukraine in 2022-2024,
analyzing its scale, implementation mechanisms, and impact on the combat capability of
the Armed Forces of Ukraine. Amid Russian aggression, the Kingdom of Norway plays a
key role among European allies by providing a broad spectrum of support, including
financial aid, the supply of modern weaponry, armored vehicles, artillery systems, air
defense assets, naval equipment, and technological support. Particular emphasis is placed
on strategic initiatives, notably the Nansen Program, which envisions long-term support
for Ukraine, and the Security Cooperation Agreement, which formalizes Norway’s
commitments to military aid, the integration of the Ukrainian army into the European
security framework, and the strengthening of defense-industrial cooperation.

The article explores Norway’s participation in multilateral defense coalitions and its
contribution to international training programs for Ukrainian servicemen. It analyzes the
supply of heavy weaponry, including Leopard 2 tanks, CV9o infantry fighting vehicles,
M109 self-propelled artillery systems, M270 multiple launch rocket systems, and advanced
air defense systems such as NASAMS, IRIS-T, and Mistral. Special attention is given to the
funding of ammunition procurement, demining operations, support for Ukraine’s defense
industry, and the enhancement of its naval capabilities. Another critical aspect is the
development of aviation potential, including the delivery of F-16 fighter jets and the
maintenance of military aircraft.

The study confirms that Norway is not only among the largest donors of military aid
to Ukraine but also provides targeted long-term support aimed at strengthening the
combat readiness of the Ukrainian Armed Forces and integrating Ukraine into the
European security system. The analysis allows for an assessment of Norway’s contributions
within the broader international efforts to enhance Ukraine’s defense capabilities and
ensure stability in Europe. The findings demonstrate that cooperation between Ukraine
and Norway continues to expand, incorporating new formats of military, technological, and
institutional collaboration that contribute to long-term security in the region.

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Abstract

In the article, the authors focus on highlighting the economic cooperation between
Hungary and the European Union, which has a wave-like nature. Hungary’s twenty-one
years in the European Union can be divided into two distinct periods. The first six to seven
years, the membership learning phase, were characterized by compliance with EU
requirements, the alignment of Hungarian state political institutions with the EU, and
steady integration into European markets.

During this period, the socialist-liberal government adopted a pro-European stance
and did not question the EU’s competence in state policy. The global financial crisis of
2008 hit Hungary particularly hard, leading to a sharp increase in the state budget deficit
and a reduction in foreign lending. Without EU membership and the stand-by
arrangement with the EU and the IMF, the crisis would have been deeper and the
economic recovery would have taken longer.

However, EU membership has increased the Hungarian economy’s dependence on
three main external sources of financing: foreign capital, EU funds, and migrant
remittances, which account for up to 10% of GDP annually. Despite the significant amount
of financial support (€56 billion since 2004), its impact on economic modernization,
reducing regional disparities and private sector development has been limited.

Although the EU acted as a safety net for Hungary during the global financial crisis,
this was a turning point in Hungary’s relations with the EU. In 2010, Viktor Orb4n and his
right-wing Fidesz party won a landslide victory in national elections. Orban’s government
developed Eurosceptic rhetoric, questioned the EU’s mandate in several policy areas and
began to openly criticize the European Union. Hungary has increasingly clashed with the
EU, in particular over its violations of the rule of law and the adoption of a law on the
‘protection of sovereignty’, which puts EU funding at risk. The confrontational policy of the
Orban government risks losing further funding, which could negatively affect the country’s
socio-economic development in the medium term.

Hungary remains an important player in the European economy, especially in the
manufacturing sector. However, the gradual loss of competitive advantages in the market
requires in-depth analysis for the formulation of effective economic policies.

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Abstract

The article presents a comprehensive analysis of the Istanbul Canal construction
project as a strategic initiative of Turkey during 2011-2025. It explores the historical
background of the idea from Roman Empire times to the present day, and investigates the
geopolitical context of the project within the system of international relations, particularly
its potential impact on the regime of the Turkish Straits established by the Montreux
Convention of 1936. Special attention is given to analyzing the likely consequences of the
Istanbul Canal’s construction for the regional balance of power, the interests of global
actors (USA, Russia, China, EU), and the security architecture of the Black Sea region. The
Istanbul Canal project is viewed as a multidimensional phenomenon that combines
historical ambitions, modern geopolitical challenges, and economic risks.

Economic aspects of the project are analyzed, including potential benefits and risks,
questions of profitability at an estimated cost of $10 to $20 billion, and challenges in
attracting shipowners to use the toll canal instead of the free passage through the
Bosporus. Additional financial components are considered, such as the involvement of
Chinese investments (up to $65 billion) and their potential impact on Turkish sovereignty,
as well as alternative sources of financing, including public-private partnerships.

Environmental challenges of the construction are thoroughly addressed, including
threats to Istanbul’s water supply, deforestation, destruction of agricultural land, and
impacts on marine ecosystems.

Based on a conducted SWOT analysis, practical recommendations are formulated to
minimize project risks across three main areas: geopolitical, economic, and environmental.
These include multilateral consultations regarding the regime of the Turkish Straits,
revising the project’s scale to improve its economic viability, compensation mechanisms for
affected communities, and ecological restoration programs.

It is determined that the future of the Istanbul Canal will depend on the ability of
Turkish leadership to balance geopolitical ambitions with economic realities and
environmental requirements, as well as on the reaction of the international community to
potential changes in the status of the Turkish Straits. The study emphasizes the need for
continued monitoring of the project due to its potential impact on the stability of the Black
Sea region amid growing geopolitical tensions.

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Abstract

The article attempts to consider the ‘“Turkish’ factor in the historical transformation
of the Black Sea regional security system under the influence of the Russian-Ukrainian
war. The chronological period considered by the authors is regulated from 2014 to the
present, taking into account the forms and levels of interaction of the states of the Black
Sea region with extra-regional actors. The relevance of using Barry Buzan’s theory of
regional security complexes for analyzing the security environment of the Black Sea basin
has been revealed, taking into account the formation of the Black Sea regional security
complex. After all, under the influence of the Russian-Ukrainian war, the interdependence
of the security of Black Sea states is increasing; the region is polarized due to the aggressive
actions of Russia and external influence from the USA, NATO and the EU on the formation
of a regional alignment of forces in which Tiirkiye occupies a central place.

It was revealed that against the background of increasing security threats arising as a
result of Russia’s aggressive actions in the Black Sea region, Tiirkiye increasingly strives to
implement an independent foreign policy. On the one hand, it supports alliances with
NATO countries and, on the other hand, seeks to establish pragmatic relations with the
Russian Federation. However, Tiirkiye has been quite active in supporting Ukraine: 1) by
providing military assistance — the supply of Bayraktar equipment, which played a major
role in Ukraine’s defense at the beginning of Russia’s full-scale military invasion; 2) by
acting as a mediator in the implementation of the grain corridor initiative.

A decisive factor in the system of Black Sea regional security is the Montreux Convention
of 1936, which gives Turkey special rights and responsibilities in the management of the
Bosphorus and Dardanelles straits. Therefore, the Russian-Ukrainian war increased the
importance of this document, since guiding by its provisions; Turkey can limit the access of
warships to the Black Sea, maintaining the balance in the region. At the same time, Ankara is
guided by its own national interests (construction of the Istanbul Canal).

The authors came to the conclusion that the Russian-Ukrainian war not only
strengthened interdependence in the Black Sea region, forming the Black Sea regional
security complex, but also increased the role of the Turkish factor in this process. In turn,
Turkey pursues a balancing policy — simultaneously supporting its own strategic interests,
developing relations with NATO, and maintaining a balance of power in relations with
Russia.

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Problem statement. The Russian-Ukrainian war raised the question of the
transformation of the Black Sea regional security system, which directly affected the role of
Tiirkiye as an important geopolitical actor that controls the Bosphorus and Dardanelles
straits and plays a key role in the security architecture of the Black Sea. The Black Sea has
become a strategic center of military operations, and accordingly, Turkey’s role in regional
security processes has relatively increased. An important aspect of the study is Tiirkiye’s
ability to maintain a balance between Russia and Ukraine. As a member of NATO, Tiirkiye
has an obligation to adhere to a certain position regarding the policy of aggressor states.
However, significant economic and political ties with Russia, in particular in the energy
and defense sectors, create additional difficulties for its strengthening, especially within the
framework of open military support for Ukraine. Accordingly, Russia’s war against Ukraine
forced Turkey to strengthen its own defense capabilities and increase its role in ensuring
regional security.

Thus, the full-scale war in Ukraine has actually changed the balance of power in the
Black Sea region, in which Tiirkiye has emerged as a central figure. Therefore, its ability to
balance the interests of the confronting states and ensure regional stability enhances its
importance in the transformation of regional security system nowadays.

Analysis of previous research and publications. The issue of the Turkish
factor in the transformation of the Black Sea regional security system at the current stage
of the development of international relations has been the subject of a number of scientific
studies and publications of mass media.

Ukrainian scholars A. Shevchuk and O. Lytvynchuk (Shevchuk & Lytvynchuk, 2024)
consider the historical aspect of the influence of the Black Sea Straits on international
relations, which is an important prerequisite for understanding the Turkish position on
this issue. D.Isachenko (Isachenko, 2023) analyzed Ankara’s reaction to Russia’s war
against Ukraine on the background of regional dynamics and global confrontation.

Among foreign scholars who have examined the interrelations of Ukraine, Russia
and Turkey, should be noted the works of O.Coskun (Coskun, 2022) and I. Sheldon
(Sheldon, 2023) in which Tiirkiye’s role in resolving the grain issue are estimated. A.
Gozkaman (Gozkaman, 2023) stresses on energy factor in Tiirkiye’s policy.

Polish political scientist A. Balcer (Balcer, 2015) examined Turkey’s role in
strengthening the security of the Black Sea region within the framework of interaction with
the Eastern Partnership countries: Moldova, Romania, and Ukraine. P. Ayan Musil (Musil,
2024) and M. Aydin (Aydin, 2009) analyzed the prospects for the development of Turkey
as a regional leader from the point of view of maritime law.

Taking into account the dynamics of the topic, a number of sources and media
publications, speeches by political figures, in particular, were used. For instance,
documents in the field of international humanitarian law that relate to and regulate the
status of the Black Sea Straits of the Bosphorus and Dardanelles — the Convention on the
Regime of the Straits (Montreux Convention, 1936), as well as the statements and speeches
of states leaders (Recep Erdogan) and officials from international organizations.

The purpose of the study is the analysis of Tiirkiye’s role in the transformation of the
security system of the Black Sea region under the influence of the Russian-Ukrainian war.

To achieve the goal, the authors formulated the following tasks: 1) to characterize the
security system of the Black Sea region, appealing to the theory of regional security
complexes of B. Buzan and describe the geopolitical importance of Tiirkiye in the Black Sea
region; 2) to investigate the factors of Tiirkiye’s influence on the Russian-Ukrainian war
(Tiirkiye-Ukraine-Russia relations) analyzing the role of Turkey as a guarantor of regional
security in the system of multilateral interaction of the Black Sea basin states; 3) to clarify
the aspects of the transformation of the Black Sea security system under the influence of
militarism trend and Tiirkiye’s relations with extra-regional actors — NATO and the USA.

Presentation of the main material. The Black Sea region has always played a
key role in ensuring the security of Eastern Europe and the Balkans due to its strategic
location, as well as the political, economic and military interests of neighboring countries.
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The modern security system in this region has undergone significant changes under the
influence of the Russian-Ukrainian war (since 2014), which has seriously affected the
regional and global balance of power.

B. Buzan, the developer of the theory of regional security complexes theory (RSCT),
argues that global security is structured around certain regions where geographically close
countries have common security interests and interdependencies. Regional security
complexes are systems in which the security of one country is closely linked to the security
of its neighbors. This makes regions important nodes of tension or stability, where intra-
regional events can easily influence global politics. According to the RSCT, in the Black Sea
region the security complex includes Ukraine, Russia, Tiirkiye, Georgia, Bulgaria,
Romania, and indirectly, Western European countries and the United States because of
their interests in the stability of the region. The interaction of these countries is determined
both by historical hostility and modern political and economic ties, which gives rise to
complicated patterns of cooperation and competition. B. Buzan noted that regions with a
dominant country, such as Russia, often experience significant tension due to that
country’s desire for dominance and influence over its neighbors (Buzan, 2012).

Until 2014, the security situation in the Black Sea region was characterized by a
balance of power in which Russia claimed leadership, but was constrained by the interests
of NATO and its allies in the region. Tiirkiye, as a NATO member, occupied a strategic
position, controlling the passage through the Bosphorus and the Dardanelles, which is
critically important for the Russian Black Sea Fleet. At the same time, Bulgaria and
Romania, members of the EU and NATO, strengthened their ties with the European Union
and the Alliance, which allowed balancing the influence of Russia.

The annexation of Crimea in 2014 was the first major event to radically change the
balance of power in the region. Russia gained control of the peninsula, expanding its
military presence in the Black Sea, which increased its ability to influence neighboring
states, including Ukraine and Georgia, which are seeking closer ties with NATO and the
EU. The seizure of Crimea thus opened up the opportunity for Russia to deploy significant
naval resources, increasing the threat to the Black Sea region and NATO.

The full-scale invasion of 2022 began a new stage of changes in the Black Sea
regional security complex. The war exacerbated tensions and turned the Black Sea region
into an arena of global confrontation between Russia and the West. These changes include
such key aspects as the growth of NATO’s role in the Black Sea, the militarization of
Crimea, the deepening of ties between Ukraine and the West, the expansion of energy
conflicts, and the strengthening of Turkey’s strategic importance. Therefore, the Black Sea
regional security system is gradually transforming with the influence of the ‘Turkish’ factor,
taking into account following components: 1) the influence of Tiirkiye-Ukraine-Russia
relations due to the Russian-Ukrainian war (considering Turkish military assistance to
Ukraine and mediation efforts in the grain initiative); 2) regional multilateral interaction of
the Black Sea states in the field of maritime security, military security (the controversial
nature of Tiirkiye’s relations with the European Union (EU) and the activities of the Black
Sea Economic Cooperation (BSEC); 3) the issue of militarization of the Black Sea basin as a
manifestation of the influence of extra-regional actors on the regional security
environment (interpenetration according to B. Buzan’s theory) — NATO and the USA and,
accordingly, their interaction with Turkey.

Considering Tiirkiye’s leading role as a regional player stems from the regional
security system, it is worth analyzing its geopolitical position as a component of the
regional security complex. Due to its unique location at the crossroads of Europe, Asia, and
the Middle East, Tiirkiye has been an important member of NATO since its accession in
1952. The country’s strategic location ensures control over the Bosphorus and Dardanelles
straits connecting the Black and Mediterranean Seas, which are important for regional
security, in particular for limiting Russia’s military maneuvers in the Black Sea region.
Control over these straits allows official Ankara to influence energy and trade routes
between Asia and Europe, which increases its weight in international politics (1936
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Convention Regarding the Regime of the Straits). Major pipelines, such as the Trans-
Anatolian Gas Pipeline (TANAP), Baku-Thilisi-Ceyhan, and TurkStream, create a network
for supplying energy resources to Europe. The first one is part of the Southern Gas
Corridor, which transports natural gas from Azerbaijan through Georgia and Turkey to
Europe, reducing dependence on Russian gas. This situation is due to the energy crisis
caused by the reduction in gas supplies from Russia amid sanctions and geopolitical
tensions. The TurkStream gas pipeline accordingly ensures stable energy supplies to
partners in Hungary, Serbia and Bulgaria (Gozkaman, 2023).

However, such dependence on Russian gas is of concern to NATO countries, given
the threat of Russia using energy influence as an instrument of political pressure and
manipulation.

Due to Tiirkiye’s geographical location, the Black Sea serves as an important route
for transporting oil and petroleum products from the Caspian region through the
Bosphorus and Dardanelles straits. As a result, Tiirkiye has the ability to regulate maritime
traffic and control the passage of energy cargoes through the Black Sea to Europe despite
the EU embargo on the import of crude oil from Russia by sea especially from the Black
Sea. Seven such violations were recorded in August 2024 (Russian Crude Oil Imports to
the EU Embargo..., 2024). In fact, this gives Tiirkiye additional leverages in relations with
energy importing countries.

However, as part of its cooperation with Russia, Tiirkiye has become a buffer zone
for energy supplies from the Caucasus and the Middle East to Europe. Thus, Tiirkiye
manages to minimize the dependence of European states on Russian gas, as well as to
ensure the conditional energy security of NATO’s allies, balancing between economic
interests and security challenges. Despite the fact that Turkey is a NATO member and a
candidate country for the EU, it can be considered as a state that plays on both sides. It has
often deviated from the models of Western allies, while at the same time applying a
‘mediator strategy’ regarding Russian aggression against Ukraine, benefiting both sides.

Deputy Foreign Minister of Tiirkiye, Ambassador F.Kaymakei, emphasized that
Tiirkiye does not consider itself an international partner of the EU, but a part of Europe
and sees its future in the EU. However, Turkish President R.T.Erdogan stated in a
September 2023 interview that “...for the last 50 years we have been waiting on the
threshold of the EU, and at this moment I trust the West as much as I trust Russia” (Ayan
Musil, 2024). Such words openly demonstrate Tiirkiye’s course to continue cooperation
with Russia, confirming Ankara’s balancing position. At the same time, F.Kaymakci
emphasized that serious challenges have arisen in connection with the Russian-Ukrainian
war — the most important of which are security and defense. Such a statement by the
minister implies the importance of Tiirkiye’s acquisition of EU membership to ensure the
deterrent force of NATO and the EU against violators of the international order. Thus,
Tiirkiye does not express a clear anti-Russian position, trying not to worsen relations with
the West. However, in 2022, Tiirkiye avoided approving Western sanctions against
Moscow, thus demonstrating open support for Russia. Perhaps, thanks to such a position,
Russia desired and directly supported the re-election of President Erdogan in the historic
elections in May 2023. Russia’s Gazprom went so far as to agree to defer Turkey’s debts for
some of the natural gas it exported, providing some relief for Erdogan’s government amid
the severity of the economic crisis that preceded the election (Yarar, 2022).

Turkish-Russian relations have worsened after the Turkish government expressed
support for Sweden’s NATO membership and transferred five commanders of the
Ukrainian Azov regiment to Kyiv (Ayan Musil, 2024).

In light of these events, Russia has refrained from renewing an UN-backed
agreement brokered by Tiirkiye to ensure the safe passage of grain from Ukraine.

Following the presidential elections in May 2023, which consolidated Erdogan’s
authoritarian rule, Tiirkiye has nevertheless seen a shift in its balance of power. Tensions
with Russia have escalated, while its engagement with the West has become more positive,
leading to the publication of the EU’s long-term strategy for improving relations with
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Tiirkiye on November 29, 2023 (State of play of EU-Tiirkiye political, economic and trade
relations, 2023). This document calls for caution in this positive turn and highlights three
factors that could hinder Turkey’s potential rapprochement with the West: the growing
influence of far-right parties in the Turkish government, its dependence on Russian gas,
and its desire to assert its leadership in the Muslim world, where anti-Western rhetoric
plays a crucial role (A long-term perspective to EU-Turkey relations..., 2021).

Therefore, adhering to a multi-vector policy, Tiirkiye plays a complex and at the
same time comprehensive role in the context of the Russian-Ukrainian war. In fact,
Tiirkiye’s relations with Russia and Ukraine are largely economically oriented, but at the
same time include elements of strategic rivalry. Therefore, cooperating with Russia in the
energy sector, Tiirkiye simultaneously cooperates with Ukraine in the military-technical
sector. In particular, the supply of Bayraktar equipment, which has already demonstrated
its effectiveness on the battlefield, confirms Tiirkiye’s active support for Ukraine. The first
arrivals of drones produced by Baykar Company in Ukraine were carried out in 2019. The
first use of Bayraktar drones took place on October 26, 2021 in the area of the Joint Forces
Operation in Donbas as part of the war in Eastern Ukraine, which began in 2014.
Therefore, as of December 2022, Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine ratified an agreement with
Turkey on cooperation in the field of high technologies, which provides for the construction
of the Bayraktar plant in Ukraine. It should be noted that with the beginning of the full-
scale Russian invasion, the Armed Forces of Ukraine carried out a number of successful
military operations to destroy the enemy using Bayraktar equipment, which caused
discontent in Moscow. As a result, Tiirkiye classified information about the sale of drones
(The manufacturer of “Bayraktar” began..., 2024).

On September 9, 2022, V. Zelensky highly appreciated the contribution of Baykar
Company to increasing the power of the Ukrainian Armed Forces in the fight against the
aggressor and Baykar Makin CEO H. Bayraktar was awarded by the Order of Merit of the
1st degree. At the same time he addressed to President Erdogan: “Everyone in Ukraine
knows what Bayraktar is, knows your company. Thank you, thank you President Erdogan
for your support and the support of the citizens of Turkey in this war with Russian
aggression” (Mazurenko, 2022).

Such active support by Turkey for Ukraine was highlighted by Erdogan’s words of
September 11, 2024, that Tiirkiye supports the territorial integrity of Ukraine, and the
return of Crimea to its composition is a requirement of international law. Later, on
September 16, the Turkish Ministry of Foreign Affairs stated the need to end the war
through peaceful negotiations and unconditional support for Ukrainians, taking into
account their interests. Later, Erdogan added that Ankara will contribute to increasing
support for Ukraine to end the war through diplomacy and dialogue based on the territorial
integrity of Ukraine (Kurkina, 2024).

Analyzing an important component of Russian-Turkish relations in the context of
the Black Sea rivalry, it is worth emphasizing the historically formed and modern roots of
its formation. The Black Sea is an important region for Tiirkiye for ensuring national
security, as well as a key transport hub for economic projects, such as grain exports from
Ukraine. Since the beginning of the Russian-Ukrainian war, Tiirkiye has played a key role
in creating a grain corridor through the Black Sea, acting as a mediator between Russia and
Ukraine. One of the tangible results of Ankara’s mediation efforts is undoubtedly the grain
agreement of July 22, 2022, which illustrates Tiirkiye’s regional leadership potential in the
Black Sea region. The emergence of the Black Sea Grain Initiative indicates that the
agreement is also the result of the Turkish-Russian partnership and the settlement of
regional conflicts, which can be observed in neighboring conflict zones in the Middle East
and the South Caucasus. Back in May 2022, Ankara began negotiations with Moscow and
Kyiv on grain exports. At that time, Turkey and Russia developed a plan to ensure the
security of transport routes, excluding Ukraine. It was assumed that the Turkish side would
help demine the area around the Odessa port and escort grain ships, which would have to
be controlled in accordance with Russian requirements (Coskun, 2022).
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However, as of July 17, 2023, Russia terminated its participation in the agreement,
which brings with it increased uncertainty about available global supplies of grain and
oilseeds, the potential for greater price volatility, as well as new challenges for Turkey as a
mediator.

Thus, for Russia, the Black Sea is directly related to the North Caucasus, as a part of
the territorial integrity of Russia. In this context, the Caspian, Azov and Black Seas form a
single space in Russia’s strategic thinking, which serves not only to project power in the
Mediterranean, the Balkans and the Middle East, but also to protect its southern borders.
The strategic connection that the Kremlin sees between Crimea, the Black Sea and the
North Caucasus is not least reflected in Russian military exercises. Thus, in Ankara’s
approach to the Black Sea region, one can observe collective defense, following the logic of
NATO, but it is mixed with the concept of collective security with Russia. The desire not to
provoke Moscow is a constant theme of Tiirkiye’s Black Sea policy. This is due not only to
its past experience with Russia, but also to its complex relations with the West. According
to Ankara, its balancing policy after Russia’s annexation of Crimea in 2014 is due to the
lack of decisive action by the West at the time and Ankara’s concern that the West would
leave it without support in the face of Russia’s hard policy (Isachenko, 2023).

In turn, Tiirkiye plays an important role as a security guarantor in the Black Sea
region, in particular due to its geopolitical position, military capabilities and diplomatic
activity. One of the main instruments for ensuring stability is the Black Sea Economic
Cooperation (BSEC), which contributes to regional stability through economic, political
and social cooperation between member states. Thus, Turkey supports initiatives to
develop transport corridors across the Black Sea, which contributes to increasing the
transit potential of the region. One such project, the Trans-Caspian International
Transport Route, which includes Tiirkiye, Azerbaijan, Georgia, Kazakhstan and Ukraine,
allows countries in the region to avoid dependence on traditional routes through Russia
and creates new trade opportunities, increasing stability through economic integration
(Mussayev, 2024).

Tiirkiye regularly participates in NATO military exercises, such as ‘Sea Breeze’,
which are held in the Black Sea and involve various countries in the region, including
Ukraine, Romania and Georgia. These exercises increase the level of interoperability
between allies and contribute to strengthening the defense capabilities of the BSEC
countries. Tiirkiye’s participation in these exercises sends a clear signal of its readiness to
protect stability in the region and support countries facing threats. Tiirkiye’s importance to
Georgia is most clearly illustrated by Ankara’s role in the development of the Georgian
armed forces (equipment, training, development of a military base, joint maneuvers). In
the very difficult period of 2008-2009 for Georgia, a time of tension and war with Russia,
Tiirkiye, along with Ukraine, was the main supplier of equipment to the Georgian armed
forces, accounting for almost 40% of all purchases. However, Turkey was quite ambiguous
in its criticism of the Russian invasion, but, thanks to its membership in NATO, it allowed
some American ships to be in the Black Sea, which put Russia in a critical position (Aydin,
2009).

In the context of Russia’s war against Ukraine, the Ukrainian Ambassador to Tiirkiye
V. Bodnar noted that in addition to the BSEC, there was also the BLACKSEAFOR format,
which created a security environment in the region and conditions for interaction and trust
between the fleets. However, since 2014 this has become impossible, given the
participation and membership of Russia (Russia has destroyed regional cooperation in the
Black Sea..., 2022). Therefore, cooperation on such basis within BSEC is impossible due to
the participation of the aggressor state in it. Therefore, it cannot guarantee security for the
entire region, especially given the existence of clearly real threats and potential dangers.

Tiirkiye’s policy in the field of ensuring the safety of navigation and the protection of
the marine environment is more in line with the tasks of the International Maritime
Organization than with the economic concerns of coastal states, so in general Tiirkiye does
not violate international maritime law. Thus, in October 2002, a new Instruction on the
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Application of Navigation Rules in the Straits was adopted in Tiirkiye, which clarified and
detailed the procedure for applying the already established rules (Implementation of the
Montreux Convention..., 2005).

Based on Tiirkiye’s desire to monopolize the use of the Black Sea Straits, in 2011
Ankara announced the construction of a new infrastructure project, known as the Istanbul
Canal, which represents the greatest challenge to the legal and practical status quo in the
Straits. Russia’s annexation of Crimea, the increased militarization of the Black Sea, which
has entered its active phase since 2014, has worried Tiirkiye. In May 2016, the Turkish
President openly condemned the Russian Federation’s view of the Black Sea as a ‘Russian
lake’ (Koru, 2017). However, this issue was resolved against the backdrop of the Russian
Federation’s full-scale invasion of Ukraine on February 24, 2022, when, four days after the
invasion, Tiirkiye, at Ukraine’s request, closed the Bosphorus and Dardanelles straits to
warships of any country, regardless of whether they border the Black Sea (Mongilio, 2022).

Montreal Convention of 1936 established the regime of the Turkish Straits and
consolidated Tiirkiye’s special role as the controller of maritime traffic through the
Bosphorus and the Dardanelles. The main purpose of the Convention was to ensure
freedom of passage for merchant ships in peacetime and to establish control for warships,
which limits the threat to the Black Sea region and protects Tiirkiye’s sovereignty. In fact,
the Convention differentiates the rules of passage for the states of the Black Sea region and
other countries. Thus, in peacetime, merchant ships have free passage, but warships of
non-Black Sea countries are limited in tonnage and cannot be in the Black Sea for more
than 21 days. At the same time, Tiirkiye has the right to close the straits to warships in the
event of war or a threat to its national security. In modern conditions, after the start of the
Russian-Ukrainian war, Tiirkiye again exercised this right, limiting the passage of warships
for countries participating in the conflict. Although this decision was largely symbolic, it
underscores Turkey’s ability to influence the security situation in the Black Sea through the
Convention (1936 Convention Regarding the Regime of the Straits, n/d.).

The Convention remains relevant in the face of today’s geopolitical challenges, but
Tiirkiye is actively seeking ways to increase its control over the straits. One such project is
the Istanbul Canal, a new route that could bypass the Convention. This project would allow
Tiirkiye to control transit at its own discretion, as it would not be subject to the Montreux
Convention. This would potentially upset the balance of interests and raise concerns
among other countries, including NATO members, as access to the Black Sea could become
more controlled and politically dependent on Tiirkiye (Pryce, 2020)

The Russian large-scale offensive prompted an immediate response the same day
from NATO — former Secretary General J. Stoltenberg, who said that North American and
European members of the alliance had already deployed thousands of new troops to
eastern NATO members, noting: “We have over 100 jets [on] high alert protecting our
airspace and over 120 Allied ships at sea from the far north to the Mediterranean. [...] We
will continue to do whatever is necessary to protect the alliance from aggression” (Press
briefing by NATO Secretary General Jens Stoltenberg..., 2022). So NATO’s position, like
that of the United States itself, is more than clear and transparent — their interest lies in
national security, their own superiority and preventing Russian domination in the region.

It is therefore quite obvious that not only politics, but also Tiirkiye’s military strategy
within NATO and its military bases play an important role in deterring regional conflicts,
especially in the Black Sea and Mediterranean regions. Tiirkiye has the second largest army
among NATO countries, which makes it one of the main elements of the alliance on the
southern flank. Turkish military bases, including key aviation and radar facilities, allow
NATO to maintain a presence near areas of tension, such as the Black Sea and the Middle
East. Thus, Incirlik Air Base provides strategic support to NATO missions and is used for
operations in the Middle East and for the fight against terrorism in Syria and Iraq. In
addition, Turkish bases are used to host NATO forces, in particular NATO’s Very High
Readiness Joint Task Force (VJTF), which allows the alliance to respond quickly to threats,
especially in the event of an escalation of conflict in the region. Konya Air Base is intended
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to carry out air patrol missions, especially in the surveillance of conflict zones such as
Syria. AWACS aircraft are deployed in Konya, which provides NATO with the ability to
respond quickly to threats in the airspace of the southern direction (Ellehuus, 2019). Izmir
Base is the center for command of NATO ground forces, where one of the main
headquarters of the Alliance is located. This base facilitates coordination between allies
and plays an important role in regional exercises. Izmir supports the readiness of NATO
forces, especially for the possible deployment of forces in crisis situations on the southern
flank (In an increasingly volatile neighbourhood..., 2023).

Former US Secretary of State A. Blinken stressed that Tiirkiye’s decision to close the
straits to Russian warships “is consistent with the spirit of international law and the
security interests of the entire region”. At the same time, US officials, including Deputy
Secretary of State for Political Affairs V. Nuland, have repeatedly stressed that the US
expects Turkey to be more transparent and coordinated in making decisions regarding the
straits, especially in the context of the war in Ukraine. Nuland noted: “The Black Sea has
become a key front in the struggle for democracy and sovereignty, and Turkey has a unique
role in defending this region”. However, Ankara’s position has not always met
Washington’s expectations. Turkey has tried to maintain a balance between Russia and the
West, which has attracted some criticism. In July 2022, US National Security Council
representative J. Kirby stated: “We expect our NATO allies, including Turkey, to fully
support Ukraine and deter the Kremlin’s aggression. Restricting access to the straits is
important, but it is not enough to strengthen the security of the Black Sea” (Iarmolenko,
2023).

In the policy of D.Trump’s administration and the negotiations initiated by
Washington to resolve the Russian-Ukrainian war, Tiirkiye is quite active and does not
reduce its interest in supporting the security of the Black Sea region.

Turkish President R.Erdogan on March 16, 2025 spoke with U.S. President
D. Trump for the first time since his second term began in January. During the
conversation, Erdogan expressed support for President Trump’s efforts to bring an end to
the war. He emphasized that Turkey backs Trump’s initiatives aimed at resolving the war
and voiced hope for a positive outcome under his leadership. Tiirkiye has positioned itself
as a potential mediator in Russia’s all-out war against Ukraine (Goncharova, 2025)

At the same time, Ankara acts from the position of its own national interests. After
all, during the above mentioned conversations with the American President, Erdogan
urged Trump to lift sanctions imposed during his first term on Tiirkiye’s defence industry
due to the purchase of Russian S-400 air defence systems. Erdogan is reaching out to the
US amid efforts to deepen defence and economic cooperation with the EU as European
countries seek to reduce their dependence on Washington (Media: Turkish President
Erdogan wants..., 2025).

Ankara has also expressed the possibility of deploying Turkish troops on the
territory of Ukraine. Tiirkiye is considering the issue of ensuring the security of Ukraine, its
guarantee together with the issue of the security of the Black Sea region. On the one hand
these issues are interconnected, and on the other hand, comprehensive support for security
in the Black Sea is important for Tiirkiye’s national interests due to military, economic, and
energy security as a whole system.

Conclusions. Thus, the security system of the Black Sea region is a complex
system, formed under the influence of various national interests that determine the
political, economic and military interaction of states in this region, as well as the strategies
of other global players. The significance of this region for international security lies in
controlling access between the Black and Mediterranean Seas and in its role as an
important energy corridor. Current Russian-Ukrainian war has significantly changed the
balance of power in the region, increasing the attention of allies and strengthening
cooperation between countries interested in stabilization and security. The geopolitical
importance of Tiirkiye in the Black Sea region is largely determined by its control over the
Bosphorus and the Dardanelles, which are key sea gates to the Black Sea.
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Therefore, it can be argued that Tiirkiye’s policy is becoming a determinant in the
transformation of the Black Sea security system under the influence of the Russian-
Ukrainian war due to a number of factors. Firstly, the influence of bilateral interaction in
the Tiirkiye-Ukraine-Russia format, in which Tiirkiye’s ‘involvement’ in the Russian-
Ukrainian war is manifested through its role as a mediator (participation in the
implementation of the Grain Corridor initiative) and a supplier of military technology.
Tiirkiye provides military assistance to Ukraine, including drones, and supports energy
cooperation, which makes it an important partner for Ukraine. At the same time, Tiirkiye
seeks to maintain relations with Russia, striking a careful balance between supporting
Ukraine and avoiding direct conflict with Russia. Secondly, at the regional level, Tiirkiye
acts as a guarantor of regional security, playing an important role through control of the
straits. Thirdly, Tiirkiye acts as a state through which ‘penetration/involvement’ of non-
regional actors — NATO and the United States — into the Black Sea regional security system
takes place. Its military bases, in particular Incirlik and Konya, allow it to maintain NATO’s
presence in the region and contribute to ‘deterring’ Russia.

However, it is worth emphasizing that Turkish security policy is also subordinated to
its ambitions to be an influential regional power, which allows it to simultaneously fulfill
the role of a reliable partner for NATO and ensure its own security interests in the Black
Sea region.
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Abstract

The article examines the relations between the European Union (EU) and the Gulf
Cooperation Council (GCC) in the context of a new phase of the Israeli-Palestinian conflict
since October 7t, 2023. The conflict has become one of the central topics in the global
media recently. In addition, it is the cornerstone of a broader Middle East confrontation
involving the State of Israel, the Islamic Republic of Iran and other regional powers. Given
the significant role of Ukraine’s allies in this conflict, the confrontation is extremely
important to watch in our country. The author examines the interrelationships between the
EU and the GCC on the one hand and the participants in the conflict — the State of Israel
and the Palestinians — on the other. It examines how the regional escalation in the Middle
East has affected the political and security dialogues and diplomatic coordination between
the EU and the GCC, in particular the EU-GCC summit. Special attention is paid to the
conflict’s influence on maritime security due to Houthi attacks in the Red Sea. In this
context, the launch of the EUNAVFOR ‘Aspides’ and its coherence with the security needs
of the GCC member states is discussed.

While writing the article, the author used a systematic approach that helps to
understand the actions of the EU and the GCC in a broader context. Content analysis was
used in working with official documents, communiqués, statements by officials and
analytical reports to identify the stages of development of cooperation between the EU and
the GCC. In addition, chronological and comparative analysis methods were also used.

The research shows that the EU and the GCC have similar interests in a stable
Middle East and free maritime trade. However, different views on lasting solution to the
Israeli-Palestinian conflict remain between the two organizations. The EU is passive
towards Israeli regional policies. Considering this fact, the Arab monarchies of the Gulf
criticize the EU for its double standards in its position on the Israeli-Palestinian conflict
and the Ukrainian-Russian war. For effective cooperation on these issues, the EU and the
GCC need to further strengthen communication based on common security and economic
interests. The author concludes that there is significant potential in the EU-GCC relations
and a truly strategic partnership between the EU and the Arab monarchies of the Gulf is
possible in case an intensive dialogue is established.

The author examines a number of areas of cooperation between these
countries, including politics, economics, military, etc. The purpose of the article is to
identify and describe the key areas of cooperation between the USA and China with the
Gulf monarchies. The article analyses the peculiarities of foreign policy relations between
Washington and the Gulf monarchies; describes cooperation between China and the Arab
states of the Persian Gulf; details the political, economic and security features of
interaction between the United States, China and the Arab monarchies. The policy of the
six-member Gulf Cooperation Council (GCC) is to establish commercial ties with countries
around the world, regardless of their political preferences. At the same time, it should be
noted that this policy is undergoing changes amid geo-economic turmoil. Western attempts
to separate from China and a sharp turn in US trade policy are key strategic concerns for
the leaders and governors of Bahrain, Kuwait, Oman, Qatar, and especially Saudi Arabia
and the United Arab Emirates. The Gulf States are seeking to maintain and expand
bilateral business ties to build domestic capacity, while developing bilateral relations with
both the United States and China.

However, such a policy is brinkmanship, as Washington does not accept such a
policy and perceives it as a betrayal of security commitments, as the Gulf monarchies are
heavily dependent on US military support for their security.

The Gulf countries are actively developing relations with China and other Asian
countries, as their cooperation is multifaceted, given the huge regional construction
market, trade, Arab investments in the Chinese artificial intelligence sector, etc. While
President Trump’s tariff and trade policies may push the GCC countries to become even
more dependent on China or encourage them to seek other partners, their dependence on
the US for security makes it unlikely that any significant shifts will occur in the short term.
It is clear that the GCC states are preparing for different scenarios, emphasising
diversification and flexibility.

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Abstract

The article analyses the multifaceted problem of combating disinformation in the
Republic of Indonesia — a country undergoing significant democratic transformation while
simultaneously facing complex internal and external information security challenges. The
relevance of the study is driven by the systemic threat that disinformation poses to
Indonesia’s political stability, social cohesion, and democratic institutions, a threat
amplified by rapid digitalization and high social media penetration. The aim of the
research is a comprehensive analysis of the specifics of Indonesia’s approaches to
combating disinformation, examining political, social, legal, and technological aspects. Key
objectives include characterizing disinformation as a form of information terrorism,
investigating the political context of its spread in Indonesia, the role of media and Al,
analysing major disinformation campaigns (2014-2024), and outlining common counter-
methods, prospects, and recommendations.

The research methodology combines general scientific methods (analysis, synthesis,
comparison, generalization) with specific approaches — problem-chronological and
institutional analysis — for a holistic study of the phenomenon. The article hypothesizes
that effective counter-disinformation efforts in Indonesia require not only strict legal
measures but also active civic engagement, educational initiatives, digital literacy
programs, and partnerships with IT companies, while maintaining a balance between
security and freedom of speech.

The research findings indicate that disinformation in Indonesia is often politically or
religiously motivated, peaking during election periods and crises, such as the COVID-19
pandemic. Large-scale campaigns have targeted political figures and have also been used to
incite hatred against vulnerable groups, such as Rohingya refugees. The primary channels
for dissemination are popular social media networks and messaging apps. Indonesia has
developed a multi-level counter-framework, which includes legislative measures,
governmental institutional actions, technological countermeasures, collaboration with
digital platforms, and significant public initiatives focused on digital literacy. However,
challenges persist, particularly in balancing anti-disinformation efforts with the protection
of free speech. The study concludes with recommendations for improving the fight against
disinformation in Indonesia. Its experience offers valuable lessons for developing countries
facing similar challenges in the information age.

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Abstract

The article examines the theoretical foundations of asymmetric interaction between
China and the Philippines in the context of international relations and regional security.
Particular attention is paid to the concepts of power, influence and geopolitical dominance,
as well as the mechanisms of asymmetric interaction between the PRC and the Philippines
— states with different levels of economic, military and diplomatic power. Based on the
theories of realism, the features of Chinese foreign policy in the South China Sea and its
impact on the security and economy of the Philippines are analysed. The main aspects of
the study include economic leverage, political pressure and military threats, which are used
as tools of asymmetric interaction.

An important analytical basis for understanding China’s relations with the
Philippines is the theory of asymmetry, proposed by the American researcher B. Womack.
The category of asymmetry is considered as a difference between the parties. Sometimes
they can be insignificant and do not significantly affect the final result. It is noted that the
existing asymmetry between the PRC and the Philippines affects the evolution of relations,
the process of resolving conflict situations, setting the agenda and creates the basis for
coercive actions by the strong party. The impressive asymmetric indicators between China
and the Philippines, based on military, natural resource, labour, production potential, size
of the territory and population, generally determine the nature and trajectory of the
development of bilateral relations between the two countries. In addition, the asymmetry
of material capabilities makes the Philippines much more sensitive and vulnerable to
events in the South China Sea, which China considers as a sphere of exclusively its
interests.

Asymmetric Sino-Philippine relations tend to a cycle of cooperation (subjugation of
the neighbour and reconciliation of China) and conflict (oppression of neighbouring states
and punitive operations of China), which would be long-lasting if it were not influenced by
various external and internal factors. The asymmetry between Beijing and Manila is
moderate, that is its contradictions, and the maximum growth does not imply the
destruction of one actor by another. However, the existing asymmetry of opportunities
between China, which acts as the center and the Philippines as a peripheral state, is felt in
any complication of relations between them. The difficulties in overcoming the
confrontation between the countries are seen in the lack of a balance of power, China’s
disregard for the interests of the Philippines and the intervention of a third party as
another ‘irritant’ of asymmetric relations.
